TO THE MOST WORSHIPFUL, THE GRAND LODGE, ANCIENT
FREE AND ACCEPTED MASONS OF NEBRASKA

A hearty welcome to you to this 116th Annual Communication of
our Nebraska Grand Lodge. Our distinguished guests are given a special
fraternal welcome and hope your visit will be as pleasant to you as to us.

At this time I wish to thank R.".'W.". Donald R. Swanson and the
Committee on Arrangements for this communication and the Worship-
ful Master, Wardens, officers and members of Wahoo Lodge No. 59 for
their proficient opening of the lodge this morning and to the Sir Knights
of Mount Moriah Commandery No. 4, K.".T.". of Lincoln for their part in
this morning’s opening ceremony.

This has been a happy year with peace and harmony prevailing.
Appendant bodies have been most cooperative and we have tried to be
of help to them. Special emphasis has been given to our youth groups
and we are pleased with their cooperation and zeal. We must pay more
attention to them.

DISPENSATIONS

Dispensations to permit conferring of degrees without regard to
time for brethren in the Military Services were granted to: Nebraska
Lodge No. 1; Covert Lodge No. 11; Fremont Lodge No. 15; Robert W.
Furnas Lodge No. 265 and Bloomfield Lodge No. 218.

Miloma Lodge No. 328 was authorized to move their charter to the
lodge room of Waterloo Lodge No. 102 at Elkhorn until further notice
as their home lodge building was sold and they had to move. The fra-
ternal offer by Waterloo Lodge No. 102 at Elkhorn to share their hall
was noted and appreciated.

Northern Light Lodge No. 41, Stanton was authorized to move their
charter temporarily to the Fellowship Hall of the Congregational Church
as their building had deteriorated to the extent it had to be torn down
in preparation for rebuilding.

Harvard Lodge No. 44 was authorized to move their charter to their
new building at Harvard. This was necessitated by the condition of the
old building.

Florence Lodge No. 281 requested a dispensation to change their
regular stated meeting because of a conflict with a sports event. I ad-
vised I had no authority to grant one but suggested they might wish to
change their by-laws to allow a change of meeting night when it falls on
the same date as a national holiday in the future.

Special dispensations were granted to the following lodges to elect
certain officers out of time:

Mizpah Lodge No. 302 to hold an election for Junior Warden on Dec-
ember 29, 1972.

MecCook Lodge No. 135 to elect a Junior Warden in January 1973
to be installed in January 1973 to serve in 1973 after proper installa-
tion.
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Grand Island Lodge No. 318 to elect and install in January 1973 a

Treasurer for the lodge to replace the former Treasurer now de-
ceased.

Temple Lodge No. 175 of Filley to elect and install in January 1973.
They were unable to elect at their regular meeting in December at
which they lacked a quorum because of weather.

Wahoo Lodge No. 59 to elect a Secretary in January 1973 to serve
in 1973 after proper installation.

East Lincoln No. 210 to install their Junior Warden in February 1973
(as he was in Europe in January).

Hay Springs No. 177 to install their Junior Deacon in March 1973.

Miloma No. 328 to hold election of Officers and install them at their
first regular meeting in July 1972.

Western Lodge No. 140 to install officers in February 1973 became
of special conditions.

Wisner Lodge No. 114 to install their Senior Warden in April 1973
because of inability to be installed previously due to illness.

Special dispensations to hold an outdoor Master Mason degree at
especially selected and carefully tiled locations, were granted to
Ogalalla Lodge No. 159 and to Solomon Lodge No. 10 and Scotts Bluff
Lodge No. 201.

Wahoo Lodge No. 59 was granted permission to move their charter
to Pershing Auditorium, Lincoln, Nebraska, for June 8 and 9, 1973,
for the purpose of hosting the 116th Annual Communication of the
Grand Lodge, A.".F.".&A.".M.". of Nebraska.

AMENDMENTS TO BYLAWS

Five amendments to bylaws of subordinate lodges were approved
to make changes in their regular meeting dates: Temple No. 175, Jor-
dan No. 27, Bayard No. 301, Lotus No. 289 and Florence No. 281.

Sixteen amendments changing dues were approved as requested
by the following lodges; Wahoo No. 59, Hay Springs No. 177, Right
Angle No. 303, Golden Sheaf No. 202, Blazing Star No. 200, Covert
Lodge No. 11, Mizpah No. 302, Bee Hive No. 184, Chester No. 289, Trowel
No. 71, Pomegranate No. 110, Bancroft No. 145, Cotner No. 297, Up-
right No. 137, Thistle No. 61, Purity No. 198. Right Angle No. 303 and
Mizpah No. 302 raised their fees and these were approved.

DECISIONS

I disapproved of the action of the Master of Ogalalla Lodge No. 159
in dispensing with the July regular communication of his lodge because
it fell on the 4th of July. I advised him the lodge would have to amend its
bylaws to accomplish such a change.

An appeal from the Worshipful Master of Miloma Lodge No. 328,
disapproving an objection to the advancement of a member of Miloma
Lodge, was rescinded and I upheld the objection.
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I was asked as to accepting a petition from a Korean War Veteran to
McCook No. 135 who can conform to our ceremonies except he cannot
walk barefoot but must wear protective hose. I recommended, if ac-
cepted, he be prepared in the usual manner and stand, then don his pro-
tective hose and proceed with an appropriate mention by the Master to
the Lodge of the token preparation.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. A Bicentennial Committee should be authorized to be appointed
to prepare appropriate celebration by the Masons of Nebraska of the
200th year of our nation reminding our members of the active part
taken by our Masonic forebears.

2. Authority for a Youth Committee to be appointed by the incoming
Grand Master is needed. I suggest members be appointed on a 3, 2, and
1 year basis.

3. Since inflation is with us, I recommend mileage be allowed on a
basis of 10¢ per mile rather than the 8¢ presently allowed which is far
from adequate.

4. I recommend our Grand Lodge adopt the Scottish “Lewis” prac-
tice of allowing the son of a Mason to petition for the degrees of Masonry
between age 18 and 21. We have been losing too many of these young
men as they go to college, the military service and seek their fotrunes
away from their home Masonic community at much earlier ages than in
bygone years, Idaho and North Dakota now allow all petitioners to apply
at age 18. We are playing in a new ball game brethren.

5. Lack of Grand Lodge communication direct to each of its members
is becoming more and more serious. I recommend the incoming Grand
Master be authorized to appoint a three man committee to work with
the Grand Secretary and the Committee on Masonic Education to estab-
lish the publication of a low-cost bulletin to be sent every member at
least four times a year with an initial appropriation of $2,500.00 to start
the program.

TRIAL COMMISSIONS

I appointed three Trial Commission for alledged violations of Sec-
tion 3-102 of the Masonic Code.

A member of North Star Lodge No. 227 was found guilty as charged
by the Trial Commission and expelled.

A member of Wahoo No. 59 charged with unmasonie conduct is still
in the hands of the Trial Commission.

A member of Fremont No. 15 was found guilty and was suspended
indefinitely by the Trial Commission.

REINSTATEMENTS
Twenty-one applications for reinstatement were approved during
the year. My thanks to the Committee on Reinstatements for their work
and recommendations.

More consolidations from sparsely settled locations can be expected,
but more new lodges should be constituted in heavily populated localities.
Lodges should be located where the people live, and where whole families
can be involved.

Our Grand Lodge Education Committee and the Grand Custodian
and his Deputies have worked on our separate fields of education with
full cooperation and appreciation of the other groups responsibility
and problems.

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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE
ONFRATERNAL RELATIONS

Your Committee on Fraternal Relations respectfully reports that
there has been no change in our Fraternal Relations with other Juris-
dictions with which we are now exchanging Representatives during the
past Masonic Year.

This year, confronted with a rash of recognitions for the Grand Loja
of Maranhao, situated between the states of Para and Ceara, both of
whom have state grand lodges and both of which we recognize. My
thought was, well we did that last year. But on re-reading that report,
I found that although discussed, through some reason, hasty proof read-
ing or something, I failed to actually move that they be recognized. So
I do now formally move that the Grand Loja of Maranhao be recognized
and Representitives appointed. Kurt Max Hansen is Grand Secretary
of Foreign Relations; Nonato Augusto Barbosa is Grand Secretary and
the address is Rua Jose Augusto Correia, Caixa Postal No. 4, Codo,
P.E. Maranhao, Brazil.

We have also received in August, 1972, a request for recognition
from the Grande Loja Do Estado De Goias. They were chartered in 1951
by Sao Paulo, whom we have long recognized. They now have 29 lodges.
They seem to be well in order and I now move that they be recognized
and representatives appointed. They seem to have been already re-
cognized by 13 United States Jurisdictions, as well as all Brazilian and
others in Mexico and South America. Their address is Ronaldo Jayme,
Grand Secretary for Foreign Relations, Caixa Postal Relations 332,
Ociania, Goias, Brazil.

In reading the proceedings, I find many mention of requests from
several Mexican Grand Lodges, but to date, we have had requests from
none of them. We have long recognized the York Grand Lodge of Mexico,
who are universally recognized by all United States and by most other
Jurisdictions, but by a very few in Mexico itself, as it has lodges scatter-
ed over many State Grand Lodges and this is resented. Masonry in Mex-
ico is nothing new. There have been lodges there since 1865. There are
20 State Grand Lodges, 19 of whom are recognized by one or more Unit-
ed States Jurisdictions.

Last year I mentioned trouble between England and Switzerland
and that on May 10th, 1971 England had broken relations with that
country. Now I have some good news. On June 14th, 1972, England
rescinded their action and they are now in accord. We rejoice that this
trouble has been resolved, at least for the present, and hope for always.
Only Maine, Alabama, Florida and Georgia, in the United States follow-
ed England in this action. Ireland and Scotland did not. Most of the Aus-
tralians and Canadians did not. As you all know, Switzerland has three
borders: France, Germany and Italy. The lodges along these borders
use the language of that district. As I understand the matter, their
Grand Masters are elected in rotation from these three districts. Hence
it would appear to me that it depends greatly upon which distriet the
Grand Master comes from, that the strict enforcement of illict visitation
(mostly France) depends. They have many ties with the Grand Lodge
of France, dating back to World War II.
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Last year I made mention of action taken in regard to lowering of
age limitation for candidates. So far as I know, North Dakota is the only
state that has adopted age 18 as legal. It has been up in ten states and de-
feated mostly by large majority. The boys themselves have rejected it
for in June 1972, at their Supreme Council Session, they considered the
matter and expressed themselves as not in favor.

The Grand Lodge of China on Taiwan, held their 18th (they call it)
session with the completion of the translation of the three degrees inta
Chinese. This has been a project almost from the start of this Grand
Lodge. It lapsed from grace for several years, but was reactivated in
1961. They claim to show that our excellent tenets are and were in ac-
cord with the ancient sages in China. Hence they are more readily ac-
ceptable to the thinking mind of the Chinese candidate. To understand
the difficulty of this work, you must remember that English and Chinese
are two entirely different languages, without similar equivalents in
many cases. However improvements in phraseology were made when
deemed proper and necessary. Their Grand Master states that the trans-
lation is faithful to and as closely as possible to the original English
text. M.".-W.". Henry C. Clausen, head of the S.R.S.J. visited them this
past year. They are now recognized by 82 jurisdictions. They have at
least one DeMolay Chapter. They have three scholarships for students
at their three Universities. Membership is about 800, with several

hundred still behind the Bamboo Curtain. They are actually 22 years
old.

For the first time England has recognized a Grand Lodge in Italy:
the Grand Orient. They state that it is the predominent Masonic organi-
zation there, although there are other splinter groups, likely to con-
tinue, for as they say, Italy as a nation is only a century old. The Grand
Orient has for twenty years avoided any political interference and
has eliminated from their petition any reference to political affiliation
whatever.

Turkey continues to increase its recognition list, the latest being
that of Tasmania. After long investigation, the Grand Lodge of England
has finally recognized it.

The Grand Master of British Columbia made a world tour last year,
visiting England, Scotland and Ireland, India, China and others. In
India he was much impressed at a church service by the presence of
seven different Chaplains or Fathers of seven different religions, all
members of lodges in India, who assisted.

Iran was recognized by Indiana, they now have at least 41 American
recognitions. They seem to be getting along real well.

Now a little about the Grand Lodge of Japan. In their 15th year they
have expanded from 11 lodges to 21. They have also increased from 2300
to now about 478l. Their goal of mostly Japanese is gradually being
attained. After several translations, they have now found one to suit,
having the same trouble as the Chinese, since many of their characters
have the same phonetic pronunciation, but entirely different meanings.
The appropriate Volumns of Sacred Law of the principle religions in
Japan are now placed upon the altar. This is gratifying to those especially
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born before 1941, who were taught that Masonry was an undesirable or-
ganization. Many Japanese have now been Master of their lodges and 5
or 6 have been Grand Masters. The Grand Lodge of England still has one
lodge there; Scotland has two; Massachusetts one and the Philipines
still has seven. The net gain last year in Japan was 75. 2,529,400 Yen was
spent for charitable purposes, most of it for children. One lodge sent
through high school, nine children, who otherwise would not be able to
go. Their Sight Assistance Program has not done so well this year, be-
cause they had difficulty in obtaining corneas.

India is progressing in a satisfactory manner. Their 10th Anniver-
sary was well carried out and attended by many outstanding Masons
the world over. India has five different volumes of the Sacred Law on
their altars, with a Bible Bearer for each. On three days no lodge can
meet: Republic Day, Jan. 26th; Independence Day, Aug. 15th; and Ma-
hatma Ghandi’s birthday, Oct. 2nd. They now have 186 lodges and about
10,000 members. One cornerstone was laid for a new hall for Yadarin-
drah Lodge No. 141, the first in their history. Donoughmore No. 458
sent to Ireland the following volumes of the sacred law of Indid, same
name as the Grand Master of Ireland: Bhagavigita, Garanth Sahib and
the Zend Avesta.

The report of Grand Master Donoughmore of Ireland is filled, as can
be expected, with fires, explosions, etc. The Grand Lodge met last
October in the Province of Antrim, in Belfast. They met in the after-
noon, since no transportation is available at nite at all. Several Temples
have been severely damaged by bombs, but no lives have been lost,
but damage has been extensive. Starting in 1921, Ireland became a re-
publie, but the six Northeast Counties elected to remain with England
and have representation in Parliment. These counties are mostly Pro-
testant. In Dublin, seat of Grand Lodge there are 81 Lodges, in Belfast
there are 120. Lodges all over Ireland change their place, date and time
of meeting when necessary for safety and security. But in spite of it all,
the Brethren are carrying on with good spirits and much faith. Two
new lodges were warranted in Ghana. Like England and Scotland, Ire-
land has lodges the world over. They recognized Iran. The principle
item of interest to us, was the closing of their Girl's School in June 1972.
The reason given was the continual drop of applicants, especizlly from
Protestant Ireland, where most of the girls came from. The reason for
the drop was, that in this area, school facilities are now so good that it
is unnecessary to leave home. In the South, not enough applicants were
obtained. Capacity was 105 and only 59 were there then. They are not
going to neglect these however, they will be placed in other schools.
They are also going to make provision for the Staff also.

The Philipines have a very large territory. They have lodges in Guam,
Okinawa, Japan, the Marshal Islands, the Marianas, Korea and Viet
Nam. They are hopeful of improved relations with the Catholic Church.
We wish them a lot of luck in that.

Australia is a large place, as I have said elsewhere in my regular
report. New Zealand does not have a funeral service. Immediately after
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the Minister has finished, the Master will announce: “Friends, these
sprigs of Acacia are symbols of our Masonic belief, that death is not
the end of all, but that life goes beyond the grave and in love and sor-
row, we lay them on the casket of our brother, firm in that faith.” They
then pass around and deposit the same. No other statement is made and
no signs are given. New South Wales has a fund to assist small lodges
to buy or build adequate accomodations. They elect both Wardens to-
gether, the one getting the larger vote becomes the Senior and the other
the Junior. Their Grand Master laid down strict rules for Masonic Dress,
which seems peculiar to us. The Grand Lodge of Victoria is the Junior
in rank there having been formed only in 1889. At that time they had
187 lodges and 7,000 members. Now they have 826 lodges and 100,000
members. In the past three years they have erected their new Temple
in Melbourne. This cost five million dollars and will be paid for in five
years, all by voluntary donations. Then they have a hospital that cost
two million, with 160 beds, open to all, with only about 40% masonic
patient load. Then they have a nursing home with 200 beds for elderly
people, probably the best Geriatric Hospital in Australia. They have a
new booklet for the non-Mason to read. Their Grand Master, who is a
doctor, always tells his staff, many of whom are Catholics where he is
going on a trip and why. He is proud to be a Mason and thinks that every
Mason should be and that if we are to succeed, we must do more for the
community in which we live. In his own lodge, Philatelic, they had three
candidates this year, against none for three years but he says stamp
collectors are a funny bunch. Another example of class lodges. He said,
speaking of another Grand Master: “who but an inspired leader would
come and give a lecture, eat supper, finish the lecture and then drive
400 miles to his home.” He is confident that Masonry will continue to be
a force, since it has the attributes that have endured for centuries. Tas-
mania has 76 lodges and 8457 members. They recognized Turkey. They
have two Homes. They always seem to get fine Grand Masters. South
Australia has two Homes, which seem to be on a pay basis, but at such
low rates, residence is almost a gift. Sitting room/bed flats are $3.50
a week; 3 room flats are $4; double units are $4.75 and some others $2.50
and this includes everything. New buildings are planned with all ex-
penses to be borne by the State and from donations. They publish a
paper with a years subscription of about the cost of 7 pkgs of cigaretts.
West Australia has what they call the Apprentice Hour. All E.As. are
welcome the 4th Tuesday after they are initiated. They inspect their
wonderful building at Perth, meet the Grand Master and other officers,
have refreshments, etc. They turn down Jobs Daughters. They placed a
Memorial Stone in their Temple at Perth in honor of those lost in their
armed services. Qutside they care for 32 children, 10 men and 85 widows.

Last year I asked for $100 for the Commission on Recognition of the
Grand Masters Conference, but I cannot find that anything was done
about it. I see where little Idaho, with a few thousands of members gave
their usual $25.

Hoping this brief account of some other jurisdictions is of some in-
terest to the Brethren of Nebraska, your Committee now recommends
that all past applications be continued for further study, without pre-
judice, until thenext Annual Communicationot this Grand Lodge. M.". W.",
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Sir: I move that this report be received and adopted, spread in full on
its minutes, and that its recommendation be adopted and followed.

It’s
still in use but this year they recovered the worn top.

Then we got a set of new tires for the present buggy.

All the last year we've heard we might someday get a new
buggy.

Today, we have it. And what a buggy.

Brethren and Nobles, our cup runneth over.

To the Lord of all peoples I pray:

That the sunshine may always be warm on your face
and the wind of cool evening be refreshing to your back.
May you never thirst for water nor friendship.

I beg that both be clear, sweet and fresh as a mountain
spring and as abundant.

May every person you speak to be friend.

REPORT OF THE NEBRASKA MASONIC HOME
My Brethren:

On behalf of the Officers and Trustees of your Home, I am pleased
to give you our report at this Communication.

As to our Residents, the population continues to remain constant
between the 70’s and 80's. Less than half that number are ambulatory.
The others must be cared for in their rooms and require considerable
nursing care. Many will never be out of bed again. Some must be spoon
fed.

This condition has always prevailed. No person requests residence
at the Home until they find they are unable, by lack of health or funds,
to make it outside. This is a perfectly human trait. While every effort
is made to preserve human dignity in our Home, some of it must essen-
tially be lost in group living.

I would venture to estimate that no Home in this country goes as
far to assure each resident’s complete dignity as does your Home, yet
it is a rare case that comes to us unless and until they have to.

With the average, I have reported to you in numbers and with an
average age above 80 and rising, nursing care around the clock is a
major requirement.

Our nursing staff more than measures up to this need.

A long time ago we found that diet was most important to elderly
people. It is carefully observed. Plenty of good food subject only to
diet requirements regularly plays an important part in the general
health of our residents.

We also determined that the average person does well on three meals
a day. They gain on four.

If you have ever been hospitalized, you probably got a snack either
in the afternoon or in the evening. We do the same thing and for the same
purpose. Our people stay remarkably well.

We add one more ingredient to all this care. A very simple commodity.
It’s love.

Many of our people at this age level have few, if any, friends or re-
latives yet living. Therefore, it is all the more necessary for them to
have someone sincerely concerned about them. They get it and we mean
it. This is why most of our residents are happy people.

Medical and Dental Care is kept at its usual level of excellence. The
new Dental room right in our own building is now in regular use. We
are indebted to good friends for this as we have reported before.

We continue to be remembered in wills and bequests of friends who
dearly love us. In most cases, we do not know until they are gone that
quietly and without ostentation they have seen to it that we were re-
membered. We are most grateful.
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We have told you many times that the Endowment Fund is our only
hope for total Endowment.

This fund started when the Home first came into being. It is still
going and slowly growing. We can only use the income from this Fund
which in late years we have had to do but the principal will forever re-
mained untouched.

This is nothing new. The Masonic-Eastern Star Home for Children
at Fremont, Nebraska, has an Endowment Fund.

The Shrine has one that started years ago for their hospitals only.
Many of its hospitals are now totally endowed while others are on the way.

Rising costs delay these matters but they work so long as believing
friends such as ours continue to remember to leave something behind
for suffering humanity.

All these Orders including ours will in time reach its goal.

When that great day comes, the income takes over the expense of
making certain for all time, operating costs are paid.

There could be no greated aspiration. I again invite your considera-
tion to join in the privilege of helping make certain your Home will al-
ways be here to do the job we have set for it to do.

You could leave no greater monument to your love of your fellow
man.

The Seal Fund continues to do its important part in assisting in the
constantly rising cost of operating your Home.

I'm sure its not news to you that at Thanksgiving time our ever
faithful friends, W. . Bob W. Boon of Grand Island and his group in that
vicinity and W.".J.C. Peterson of Scottsbluff and his group in his vicinity
rolled in on time with those big semi’s full to the brim with food.

Lodge after Lodge contribute to this each year and we thank each
and every one of them for never failing to remember us.

I've been reporting this each year to you for a long, long time, but
everybody connected with the home each year get a new feeling of goose
bumps to see this unfold.

This is hard work, Brethren, and it takes dedicated men and Lodges
to keep it up year after year. I wish there was a better way than this
feeble effort to let them know how this is appreciated. It is needed and
they know it and they know how we all love them for it.

I can’t help but also wish that more Lodges and members could catch
some of the fire behind this wonderful act of Brotherly Love. If that
ever happens, we'll all be off to the races.

Christmas as always was a big event. There were many guests Christ-
mas Eve. There were presents for all our residents in abundance made
possible by the Masters and Wardens of all the Lodges in our State.
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In addition, the Shrine Legion of Honor of Tangier Temple, Omaha,
presented the Home a portable T.V. set. Badly needed and much ap-
preciated. They are also recovering our pool table.

Our entire nursing staff spent Christmas Eve and Christmas Day
with their charges. A pretty nice Christmas gift itself.

Now, the Christmas tree is down and we're back to the job as be-
fore.

We hope for a continuance of your support in what we do in your
behalf.

The Mobile Nobles of Tangier Temple have purchased a new “Sun-
shine Buggy” for the Home. It is equipped with Air conditioning, Power
Steering, Power Brakes, Heavy Duty Heater, and it will also have a
tail gate lift for the easy handling of wheel chair residents. This replaces
the Sunshine Buggy that was presented to the Home in 1965 by the
Mobile Nobles. Words cannot express our gratitude for this wonderful
gift. This is one of the the Mobile Nobles Philanthropie projects, and
will be appreciated by every one in the Home.

Space is too limited to thank but a few of the many, many friends
to whom we owe so very much. The Lodges, Chapters, Councils, Com-
manderies, Masters and Wardens, Order of the Eastern Star Chapters,
the Youth Groups, to name a few.

We are indebted to Sister Catherine Kennedy, worthy Grand Ma-
tron, and Brother Earl N. Hanel, worthy Grand Patron of the Order of
the Eastern Star for their support and help throughout the year.

Our Grand Master, M."."W. .Howard J. Hunter is also a Trustee of
our Home. His assistance in the Government of our Home, as well as
in his position as Grand Master, has been invaluable.

Our Superintendent, Raymond F. Evers, remains tireless in a job
that knows no hours. Efficient, skilled, touched with loving tenderness,
he is loved by all our residents.

Qur Secretary, M.".W. .Norris W. Lallman is not permitted by Grand
Lodge to receive pay for his work for the Home. He works hour after
hour as if he was the highest paid man in Nebraska. It is his labor of
love.

Now lastly to my Brother Trustees, uncompensated except for the
satisfaction of serving those less fortunate in this crazy world where
peace is prayed for but rarely found.

This breed of men, ten of them past Grand Masters out of the fifteen.
Four of the 15 are 33 Degree Masons.

All of the 15 are either past Masters of their Lodge or affiliated
bodies they work hard, with all the talent they possess to make your
Home something to be proud of. They succeed.

I salute them.

M. .W.". Elmer E.Magee, 227, presented the report, which
was adopted:

To the Grand Master and the Members of the Grand Lodge A. F.
& A. M. of Nebraska:

Your Masonic-Eastern Star Student Fund Committee submits the
following report:

As many of you are aware, the responsibility of our joint committee
is that of sponsoring our young people who are residents of the Child-
ren’s Home in Fremont in their further education after high school grad-
uation.

A year ago our Committee requested an appropriation of $625.00
from each of the Grand Bodies to assist a high school graduate from the
Home through his first year of higher education at Kearney State College.
However, during the summer this lad made the decision to defer his col-
lege education until some later time and did not enroll in college last fall.
Therefore, this appropriation was not used this past year.

This spring another young man has graduated from Fremont High
School. We interviewed him in February with respect to his college ed-
ucation, and as a result of this interview together with other pertinent in-
formation obtained by our Committee, we have approved him for spon-
sorship at the University of Nebraska at Lincoln, beginning with the sum-
mer school session. We estimate financial assistance required to provide
this sponsorship through the two summer sessions and the first school
year will be $2,400.00, to be shared equally by the two Grand Bodies.
The Grand Chapter O. E. S. has approved their half at their Grand Chap-
ter meeting last month.

We respectfully request that the Grand Lodge approve an appropria-
tion of $1,200.00 as our share of the cost of the education of this lad
through next May.

The young man we propose to sponsor has been a resident of the
Children’s Home in Fremont since he was a small lad, and our Committee
is confident that he intends to pursue his studies with the ultimate goal
of a degree in psychiatry with a sincere appreciation to the Grand Lodge
and Grand Chapter for making his college education possible.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON
THE GEORGE WASHINGTON MASONIC NATIONAL
MEMORIAL ASSOCIATION

M..W.". Charles F. Adams, 68, presented the report of the
Committee which was adopted:

The 63rd Annual Meeting of the Association was held on Monday,
February 19, 1973, at the Memorial building in Alexandria, Virginia. In
attendance from Nebraska were M.".W.". Howard J. Hunter, Grand Mas
ter, R ."W.". Frank J. Mattoon, Deputy Grand Master, M.".W.". Norris W.
Lallman, Grand Secretary, M.".W.". Carl R. Greisen, Grand Secretary
Emeritus, M.".W.". Herbert A. Ronin and M.".W.". Charles F. Adams. Vice
President of the Association.

We were pleased to see that work of installing the exterior granite
around the base of the building had been completed so that the Memorial
Building is not fully constructed. We also learned that the exterior light-
ing on the tower had been installed for the upper floors and that it would
be extended to the lower floors in the near future. The Grand Lodge of
New York provided the funds for this improvement.

M.".W.". Brother John H. Hessey, Past Grand Master of Maryland, de-
clined re-election as President of the Association and First Vice President
Raymond C. Ellis, Past Grand Master of New York, was elected to the
Presidency. Your Chairman was advanced from the office of Second Vice
President to that of First Vice President. This is an honor that comes to
but few of our Grand Jurisdictions, particularly those in the middle or far
western parts of our nation. In my opinion, Nebraska should respond with
generous financial support for the Memorial. It is the only monument or
edifice in the United States in which all of the Masons from all of the
Grand Lodges are participating.

M. .W.". Brother Ellis, our new President, will shortly issue a commu-
nicatjon to all Grand Masters and Deputy Grand Masters concerning the
finances of the Association, particularly the Endowment Fund. We are
still short of our goal of $5 million and it is up to many of the state Grand
dJurisdictions, including Nebraska, to discharge their obligation under the
so-called Pennsylvania Plan of contributing to the Endowment Fund an
amount equal to $1.00 per member and $10.00 per lodge. Nebraska’s
quota under this plan will amount to approximately $42,500.00. Your
Committee feels that this money should not come out of Grand Lodge
funds but should be provided by Nebraska lodges and Nebraska Masons
on an individual basis.
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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON FRATERNAL DEAD

W.. LeRoy C. Sutton, presented the report.

Your Committee on Fraternal Dead on whom you conferred the
privilege of submitting the Annual Report, respectfully submits the fol-
lowing:

Another year in the life of Freemasonry in the Grand Jurisdiction of
Nebraska has come and gone, and we now pause for a short time to pay
our high respectand tribute to a select group of men who have lived and
died, but have given much to the on-going cause of Freemasonry among
us. All of these served well in their respective offices within our Grand
Jurisdiction and within the framework of the Fraternity in other places.
We, therefore, desire to show our respect and gratitude for their work and
labors of love and fellowship to the Fraternity. We do well to recall their
deeds of fraternal friendship during the time they lived and served. We
recognize the fact that they served well, but have completed their work,
and have been called to higher duty.

The Grand Lodge of Nebraska has been blessed during this past year
in not losing any of its Grand Officers or Past Grand Officers. For this
the Grand Lodge should offer its gratitude to Almighty God for His favor
extended to our men in this service to the Grand Lodge.

However, it is with sadness that we take note of the fact that there
were 1,064 of our brethren within the Grand Jurisdiction of Nebraska
that passed away during the year. We take note of the fact that these bre-
thren served well, and have now entered into their reward after laying
down their working tools that must be taken up by those of us who re-
main. Let our hearts be warmed by remembering them, and by following
in their footsteps in the work of our craft. To each of these we believe
has come the “welcome home” by a gracious Father Who is indeed ap-
preciative for such service as all these men have given during their lives
as Free Masons.

In addition to our losses, the Grand Secretary received notices that
other Grand Jurisdictions have suffered the loss of twenty-five Grand Mas-
ters from twenty Grand Jurisdictions in the United States, five Grand Mas-
ters from five Jurisdictions in Canada, One Grand Master from Costa Rica,
one Grand Master from Iceland, one Grand Master from India, one Grand
Warden from New Jersey, one Grand Secretary from New Jersey, one
Junior Grand Steward from New Jersey, and one Right Excellent Grand
King from Indiana.

To the survivors of all these Brethren we offer our deepest sympathy
and concern for the welfare of their families and Lodges. These Brethren
will be remembered by our Grand Lodge for many years. We are all en-
couraged to keep these families in our thoughts and prayers for a long time
believing that the work and activities of our Fraternity may be a comfort
and encouragement to the memory of all of these.
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REPORT
BOARD OF GRAND TRUSTEES
AS OF APRIL 30, 1973

M..W.". John F. Futcher, 302, Chairman, presented the re-
port, which was adopted:

Again, as last year, we are compelled to report the loss of a most val-
ued and dedicated member of our committee. Brother Fred S. Kuethe
was killed in an auto accident on July 26, 1972, Brother Fred had a wide
experience in the investment field. He was first employed, after gradua-
tion from college, in a large brokerage firm, later by an insurance com-
pany and at the time of his death he was the Investment Council for the
State of Nebraska. Brother Fred had competed for and received the high-
est honor his profession can bestow on its members, that of Chartered
Financial Analyst. He was a member of Nebraska Lodge No. 1, and a Past
President of the Omaha-Lincoln Financial Analyst Society. His experience
and desire to help the Grand Lodge in financial matters will be sorely miss-
ed in our future activities.

The Board of Grand Trustees has full charge of the purchase and sale
of all investments and the management of the investment portfolio of
both the Grand Lodge and The Nebraska Masonic Home. Among other
things it is required to make an annual report to the Grand Lodge of its
actions during the previous year. This includes advising the members of
the Grand Lodge of the financial condition of both organizations.

FINANCIAL OPERATIONS OF THE GRAND LODGE

There are two Funds in the Grand Lodge which we must report on.
The General, or operating, Fund and the Retirement Fund. Income for
the use of the General Fund of the Grand Lodge amounted to $142,008.46
with expenses of operation of $135,396.91 leaving an excess of income
over expenses of $6,611.55. Income to the General Fund consists of dues,
fees and miscellaneous sums received from the lodges, together with in-
terest and dividends from investments. The sums received in 1973 Fiscal
Year from lodges was down by $3,600.00 and the expenses of operation
of the Grand Lodge increase by $5,095.54. Investment income amounted
to 48,300, this sum together with the dues and other fees was used in the
operation of the Grand Lodge except for 6,600 which was the surplus
increased over that received in 1972 by approximately $1,100.00

More simply and briefly said our income is going down (and has been
since 1969) and our expenses of operation are going up, so that our sur-
plus is declining.

We suggest that we should begin to think seriously about this situa-
tion and move to either increase our dues for the operation of the Grand
Lodge or find some way to reduce expenses. After all, a surplus of 6,600
can be wiped out in one year. In fairness we emphasize that it is not so
much the increase in expenses of operation as it is a decline in receipt of
dues and fees from the lodges. We are listing below the receipts from lod-
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ges for dues and fees for the years shown.

1973 — $85,050.00
1972 — 88,661.00 1970 — $90,964.00
1971 — 89,184.00 1969 — 93,160.00

Assets of the General Fund of the Grand Lodge amounted to $1,023,
069.50 an increase over 1972 of $6,612.45. Assets consist of Cash, Invest-
ments (bonds and stock), Supply Inventory and nominal amounts for fur-
niture and our interest in the Masonic Homes. Liabilities consist only of a
small item of $62.87 for taxes and in addition of course the General Fund
Equity.

The Board of Grand Trustees operates the Retirement Fund of the
Grand Lodge. Income to the Fund consists of contributions of the Grand
Lodge and The Nebraska Masonic Home and Investment income. The
Fund was established in 1965 by the Grand Lodge to provide Retirement
Benefits for the Home and Grand Lodge employees in accordance with a
Retirement Plan then adopted. Income to this Fund for the year ended
April 30, 1973 amounted to $46,360.53. Benefits paid out of the Fund
to retired employees were $8,073.20. The excess of $38,287.33 has been
invested to defray future liabilities of the Fund. Last year the Grand
Lodge contributed $6,334.00 and the Home $25,000.00. Assets of the
Fund comprising cash and investments total $248,904.66. This is an in-
crease over 1972 of $38,360.83.

FINANCIAL OPERATIONS OF THE
NEBRASKA MASONIC HOME

Income to the General or Operating Fund of the Home for the year
ended April 30, 1973 was $284,111.17 and expenses of Operation were
$469,494 .80 resulting in an excess of expenses over Income of $185,383.-
63. This deficit was defrayed by the transfer of money from the Endow-
ment & Bequest Fund.

Income to the General Fund was derived as follows: Per Capita Tax
or dues ($79,916.00), Residents of the Home ($147,977.20), Donations
($12,726.38), and the Seal Program ($43,491.59). The 1973 income to
the General Fund was $87,450.64 less than 1972.

Expenditures for operation of the Home exceeded those of 1972 by
$67,890.22.

Assets of the General Fund consist of Cash of $96,262.20, Building
and Grounds $1.00 and Furnishings $1.00.

All gifts and bequest to the Home are placed in the Endowment and
Bequest Fund unless otherwise designated by the donors. Income to this
Fund comprises Investment Income and bequests and gifts. There rarely
is any expense of this Fund. Income from Investment of this Fund in 1973
was $205,034.78. Grains from the sale of securities $6,268.78 from
gifts and bequest $435,998.63. Bequest in 1973 exceeded those of 1972
by $319,054.54.
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Assets of the Endowment and Bequest Fund consist of Cash, Bonds,
Stocks and Mortgages and as of April 30, 1973 amounted to $3,819,129.-
41. This is an increase over 1972 of $487,251.86.

Your Board of Grand Trustees pursant to the requirement of our Law
reviewed our security holdings at least four times this last year. We hold
Bonds of at least 100 different Companies in all our Funds. With very
few exceptions, all Bonds are in the three highest ratings as assigned by
the Rating Services. All of the Bonds we hold are current in the payment
of interest. All preferred and common stocks are regularly paying divi-
dends. We hold six real estate mortgages which are to lodges and all loans
are current as to payment of interest and principal.

INVESTMENT POLICY

At our meetings we discussed the many financial and political prob-
lems with which our economy was faced. Many of the problems definite-
ly led us to the belief that the equity and money markets would probably
react from time to time in a very indecisive way.

In the absence of dramatically favorable news the Board decided to
assume a defensive posture and wait for more positive indications of the
course of these markets. To make our money work to the fullest extent
this indicated investments in short maturity securities.

In November 1972 we purchased Government Agency notes to ma-
ture on August 1, 1973. Other short term investments were made during
the year until the total sum will amount to approximately $450,000.00.
Our goal is an 8% money market and an improved stock market this fall.

As we have stated the Endowment & Bequest Fund income has been
used for a number of years to pay a portion of the operating cost of the
Home. In view of the fact that $185,000.00 of our $205,034.98 income
was used for this purpose, leaving only $25,000.00 of that income, we
examined our Bond maturity schedule more closely than in the past. This
to protect against the eventuality of not having money available. Finding
some early years when there were no maturities we purchased a total of
$100,000.00 Bonds maturing in amounts of $25,000.00 in each of the
years 1976, 1978, 1979 and 1983. This to protect against the eventually
of not enough income being available

The Board requests authority to attach to this report the usual figures
from the Audit when it is received showing the financial condition of the
Grand Lodge and The Nebraska Masonic Home.

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REPORT OF THE GRAND HISTORIAN

W.". George W. Rosenlof, Grand Historian, gave the report,
which was adopted:

At this, the One hundred and sixteenth Annual Communication of
this Grand Lodge, Ancient Free and Accepted Masons of Nebraska, we
have every reason to rejoice and be glad in the knowledge that our fore-
runners did so well the tasks that were set before them. Were there any
doubting Thomases among them, they have been difficult to find. With
each succeeding year, these pioneers faced, with undoubted courage and
unrelenting determination the many challenges facing them.

During these years, sixteen in all, we were ably led by seven individual
Grand Masters, each in turn making an unquestioned contribution. Of
the leadership of William E. Hill we need only to remind ourselves that
it was he who had contributed so much to the extablishment of our Ma-
sonic Home at Plattsmouth, the Boys and Girls Homes at Fremont and
the creation of the Orphans Education Fund.

Plans are already being made for the suitable One Hundredth Anni-
versary Celebration of the Boys and Girls Home at Fremont just two
years from now,

Certainly, we must remind ourselves that it was the Grand Chapter of
the Order of the Eastern Star that did yeoman service in the founding and
establishing of this Home, or I should more properly say these Homes.
This fact, does not in any sense of the word, minimize the efforts of this
Grand Lodge of Masons. We should take a just pride in having a part to
play in the joint effort thus undertaken and achieved,

The Committee on Credentials submitted the customary report of a
statistical nature. This committee indicated that there were 36 charter-
ed lodges and furthermore 10 lodges under dispensation. The whole num-
ber of Master Masons was shown to be nineteen hundred and forty-three
(1943). Significantly enough, there had been two hundred and sixty-three
initiations (263); two hundred and twenty-one passings (221); and one
hundred and ninety seven (197) raisings. Moreover, there were one hundred
and twenty-seven admissions (127). In brief this represented an increase
in membership of slightly less than 75 Master Masons. The Grand Orator,
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Luther W. Osborne had observed that in every portion of the glove—in-
cluding the Nebraska jurisdiction there has been a steady and sure increase
in membership. In every portion of the glove where the elevating and re-
fining influences of civilization and Christianity had been brought to bear
upon mankind. Within the limits of our own order there had never been

a more healthy and prosperous condition. Every increase of our popula-
tion had added strength and stability to our Masonic institution. To quote
him further “There has been a tide that has known no ebb, a vast tide of
humanity constantly rolling over our borders. It has swept on in a re--
sistless sway. It has covered our river bottoms; it has expanded over our
broad, fertile, unbroken prairies and is opening up to civilization and to
man a majestic commonwealth whose increasing grandeur the coming
generations will perpetually unfold.”” He concluded from all this that they
found a proportionate number of those who love and cherish and sacred
principals of Free Masonry.

Free masonry, the Grand Orator maintained, was a universal morality
which attached itself to the inhabitants of all climes and to the men of
every worship. Its precepts, simple yet beautiful, were recognized then
and they are so recognized in 1973. Any avoidance of these can surely
be fatal to us now.

“Be just because equity sustains the human race.

“Be good—because goodness enchains all hearts.

“Be indulgent because, feeble thyself, Thou shouldst bear with the
feebleness of others.

“Be kind because kindness secures affection.

“Be grateful—be modest—pardon injuries, render good for evil, be
forebearing, temperate, chaste.

“Be a citizen and defend thy country with thy life.”

Brethren, we were so admonished in 1873. Grant to usin 1973 the
willingness to continue to be so admonished anew and incessantly.

These are critical days facing us now. Can we face them with the same
high degree of loyalty, perseverance and steadfastness? Our answer must
continue to be the answer of the pioneers in 1873.

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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON
GRAND LODGE OFFICES

W.". Thomas H. Blanchard, presented the report which was
adopted:

The members of the Grand Lodge Office Committee met on June 1st
to discuss various matters pertaining to the operation of the Grand Lodge
Office. As a result of this meeting we make the following recommenda-
tions:

1. We recommend that should any office equipment be needed dur-
ing the next year that it be purchased and be paid for from the budget of
Grand Lodge office expense.

2. We recommend that the salaries of all Grand Lodge Office employees
be increased by 5%.

We commend Most Worshipful Brother Norris W. Lallman for running
an efficient and harmonious operation of the Grand Lodge Office. We
also commend the employees for their zeal and faithfulness.

REPORT OF TEMPLE BUILDING ADVISORY

W.". Donald G. Hafer, 306, presented the report, which was
adopted:

Activity of this committee has been at a minimum this year.

Culbertson Lodge No. 174 has made inquiry relative to remodeling
the lower floor of the building occupied by the Lodge. However, this is
a rented building and the problems arising incidental thereto have not
been resolved at the time of writing this report.

Trowel Lodge No. 71 at Neligh submitted plans last August, apparent-
ly for remodeling of an existing building, but have never submitted any
further information relative to ownership or financing, nor have they
ever asked for approval of this committee.

A letter requesting some information on behalf of Oakland Lodge No.
91 was received last September, but there have been no further communi-
cations.

Northern Light Lodge No. 41 at Stanton, Nebraska forwarded a sketch
of floor plans and exterior appearance, together with an estimate of part-
ial costs, in March, 1973, but they have thus far not submitted any com-
plete cost figures or any financial statement,

This committee has therefore approved no plans for the building or
remodeling of any Lodge this past year.

This report is being written April 30, as the Chairman is leaving on
April 25 for a vacation in Ireland, England, Wales and Scotland, and may
or may not be back before the convention.
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REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON NEBRASKA WORK

M. .W.'. Louis V. Sylvester, 281, presented the report which
was adopted:

To the Most Worshipful Grand Lodge, Ancient Free and Accepted
Masons of Nebraska.

Your Committee on Work is pleased to advise that the report of your
Grand Custodian has been submitted to us and continues to reflect the fine
method and manner in which the promulgation of both the standard floor
work and esoteric work has been carried on, and which report and from
personal knowledge, indicates that it has been effectively done.

We are happy to advise that Worshipful Brother Gerry has fully re-
covered from the heart attack suffered a year ago. Although he is still un-
der the supervision of his doctor, he has learned to space himself and as
a consequence has been able to carry on his full normal schedule. The work
throughout the state is being carried on in a most proficient manner and
this Grand Lodge and the Committee on Work owe, to the Grand Cus- |
todian and to his faithful and dedicated Deputies, a great sense of grati-
tude for maintaining in the subordinate lodges, a standard of proficiency
which has been the envy of many other Grand Jurisdictions. With very
small remuneration for their many hours and long distances traveled, theirs
is certainly a labor of love.

All vouchers and expense items of the Grand Custodian were submit-
ted to and approved by the Committee on Work. The Grand Custodian has
operated his department well within his appropriated funds. His concern
in this regard attests to his sincere desire to operate his office with real
fiscal responsibility. The Committee has examined the proposed budget
of the Grand Custodian and we approve his request in the amount of
$8,600, exclusive of the Grand Custodian’s salary. This is the same amount
requested and appropriated last year.

No matters relative to the work were referred to the Committee for
decision. This indicates that the standard esoteric and floor work has been
accepted by the brethren, generally speaking, and that the little problems
besetting us for a while have now vanished.

The Grand Custodian was again re-examined as to proficiency both
in the floor and esoteric work in the three degrees, and your Committee
is happy to advise that he retains an extremely high proficiency in these
matters. In addition, the Deputy Custodians were all examined during the
Custodian School in September, held in Grand Island. Two members of
your Committee were present for these sessions and personally witnessed
the proficient manner in which all work was done by these dedicated
Deputies.

No new appointments as Deputies was recommended to the Commit-
tee, and subsequently to the Grand Master, for commissioning during this
past year.
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We now have serving in their respective districts 38 Deputies out of a
permissible 40. As a result almost every lodge has the services of a Deputy
who is ready and willing to help in that lodges desire to attain a high degree
of proficiency. There are at present two districts or areas which could use
a Deputy and the Grand Custodian is looking for a qualified brother to
take over the work in these instances. We are hopeful that within the year
this problem can be resolved.

This has been an extremely rewarding year for the advancement of the
work in the lodges and your Committee on Work most humbly acknowled-
ges the hard work contributed by our Grand Custodian and his Deputies.

GRAND ORATION
Friday Evening, June 9, 1973 — Grand Lodge Banquet

FROM A COMMUNICATION TO A COMMITMENT
by W.". Jack H. Hendrix, Grand Orator

Masons are justly proud of their use of colorful phraseology. Our
ritual contains a flow of words which has been described by many lin-
guists as the most beautiful in existence. It has been plagiarized by clubs
and organizations and by most other lodges, but has never been equaled
in style and grace. So, upon becoming a Mason, I was not particularly
surprised to find that Masons did not have a “‘convention”’, Instead, they
had a “communication.”” We are now holding our 116th Annual Com-
munication.

As I advanced in Masonic knowledge, it became apparent that
the words selected by the ancient Masons, propogated and altered by
their successors, were chosen, retained and deleted primarily on the stan-
dard of meaning and not on the standard of form. And again, using this
higher standard, it became obvious that are predecessors had choosen their
word well.

The word “convention’ comes merely from the word “convene”,
which generally means to get together. In this day and age at least the
word has come to denote a frivolous get together. The usual vision of a
convention is that of a collection of business or professional men over-
indulging in food, drink and risque parties, and underindulging in the
business at hand.
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The word “communication”, however, springs from the Latin word
“communis”—to have in common. It means not only to convene, but
further denotes communion, communication and community. And so we
get together, not just for the pleasure of the moment, but for the higher
purpose of communicating our respective ideas about Masonry and serv-
ing as a community of Masons with the overriding purpose of improving
the Masonic community we love so much.

You know, the communication of ideas is a most rewarding process.
Let’s say you have a dollar and I have a dollar. We each have a dollar, we
swap. Now, you have my dollar and I have your dollar. We still each have
a dollar and nothing has really been accomplished.BUT, let us say you
have an idea and I have an idea. We swap. I still have my idea and in ad-
dition I have your idea. You still have your idea and in addition you have
my idea. We each have two ideas and we each are ahead of the game by
one idea. There is an additional plus in the communication of ideas, be-
cause in our communion there lies inspiration which may actually create
ideas. Ideas do not materialize in a vacuum; they materialize by stimula-
tion, and communication with a brother is the best source of Masonic
stimulation.

There is a further connotation of “communis”, one that requires me
to take some liberties with my Latin. But, as my old Latin teacher always
knew, about the only talent I had in Latin was taking liberties with pro-
per usage. This further connotation is verbally arrived at by changing the
Uand N to I and T and forming the word “commit” or “commitment”.
Communication can only result in action upon proper commitment. An
idea not implemented is an idea deceased. Unless this communication re-
sults in commitments to action, we will have had nothing but a convention.

Like all good advice, giving it is easy, while following it is difficult. I
see two principal obstacles in our path, the path of Masonic commitment.

FIRST: lethargy
SECOND: conflict between change and tradition.

Our natural lethargy is overcome by motivation. What may motivate
each individual Mason certainly varies. As examples we might use some
of our more prominent brethren such as:

Rudyard Kipling who appeared to be primarily moti-
vated by a desire to create true friendships among
men of every country, sect and opinion.

George Washington who appeared to be primarily mo-
tivated by a desire to enhance the love of God and
spiritual teachings.

Caleb B. Smith, a moving force against the anti-masons,
who appeared to be primarily motivated to preserve
the ancient customs and usages.

Frank S. Land, DeMolay Dad No. 1 who appeared to be
primarily motivated by a desire to create a new Ma-
sonic order for youth.
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and yes

Solomon, King of Isreal, who appeared to be primarily
motivated by the desire to build a new temple.

But whatever may be our individual motivation, we must always be cogni-
zant of the motivating forces which may be moving in others, and which
are also of benefit to masonry generally.

A strong deterrent to our commitments is the age-old conflict between
change and tradition. In Luke 5:36 we read, ‘‘the new agreeth not with
the old”. Masonic lodges are particularly vulnerable to this obstacle because
unified action requires substantial agreement of the brethren. There are
bound to be differences of opinion, particularly where there has been ori-
ginal thought, but we cannot, we must not permit these to stultify and re-
tard our progress.

And there is an alternative. Commitments may be made whereby our
efforts proceed along the two avenues, each avenue culminating in better
constituent lodges and a better Grand Lodge. One avenue preserves and
improves, the old and one avenue initiates the new. Both avenues must be
taken for real success and both have a proper place in our fraternity.

One of the things that gravitates men to Masonry is its ability to mo-
dernize while retaining basic principals. It is not necessary that we follow
the watered down course of: ‘“keep up with the times, but at a reasonable
distance”. You know change—whether to do it or not—how fast it should
be done—and the areas of change—make up the decisions of life and the
politics of the world. In every democratic country there are political par-
ties representing conservatives and liberals. They may be called by different
names, such as tory and whig or democrat and republican, but essentially
in each country they represent two points of view regarding change.

One extreme point of view is that nothing should be‘changed.
Another extreme point of view is that everything should be changed.

But in reality, we are all a mixture of conservative and liberal, and the
political parties gravitate toward being liberal in some things and conser-
vative in others, until on occasion the very labels seem misnomers.

And so Masonry provides that ideal balance of permanency and change
which accomodates good men of various political and personal persuasion.
Among our brothers are or have been, such poltical liberals as:

Benjamin Franklin
William Jennings Bryan
Franklin D. Roosevelt
and Harry S. Truman,

and such political conservatives as:
Charles A. Lindberg
Douglas McArthur

Norman Vincent Peale
and J. Edgar Hoover.
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Our conservative bent is easy to illustrate. We have but to refer to the
first word in our title—it is not the word ‘“‘Nebraska, the word ‘“Mason”,
nor even the word “free”. It is, instead, the word ‘“Ancient” and embodies
the thought that there are certain principles which we believe are unchang-
ing and unchangeable. I must admit that I was distrubed to find that our
landmarks could not be changed. After all, I had the feeling that all rules
were subject to change. Upon reflection, however, it finally dawned on me
that the landmarks were so basic that their abrogation would cause the
fraternity to cease to exist as a Masonic Lodge. There might even be a fine
organization left, but it wouldn’t be Masonry. The commitments that might
be made by the conservative Mason for the improvement of the fraternity
are unlimited in number of course, but three examples of commitments
which might be made by a Mason of a conservative nature are these:

FIRST EXAMPLE of such a commitment would be to pro-
vide recognition for accomplishment. When I was first appoint-
ed Grand Orator a teacher asked my daughter if I liked that
sort of thing. “Oh yes” she answered, “‘he likes to write a
speech, he likes to give the speech, and oh, how he does love
afterward when people tell him how good he was”. Now, I
am positive that speaking is over-recognized and other things
are under-recognized. In our lodge we had what I believe to
be the best oyster stew cook in the state. He did more for
lodge morale than a flock of speeches, but I regret to say he
didn’t get the proper recognition. His health failed, and he re-
signed from our “stew crew”. We then remembered the old
adage, “you don’t miss the water until the well runs dry”.
Some of us might like to commit ourselves to recognizing the
water that is still with us.

A SECOND EXAMPLE of a commitment which might be
made by one of conservative leanings would be to work in
the ritual. To some Masons our ritual IS Masonry. To all, it
remains the single most important area of Masonic existence.
It distinguishes us from the myriad of “‘eat and burp” clubs
and from the social clubs. Our work, shoddily performed,
performed with levity, or performed without feeling alienates
the candidate and the Mason alike. A commitment to the
work may involve arduous chores, but is rewarded by bene-
fit to the individual and to the fraternity.

A THIRD EXAMPLE of a commitment which might be made
by one of conservative tastes would be in the nature of fellow-
ship. Every person wants a companion. Without other people,
there is no meaning in life. No thing on earth would be of
importance if there were no other person alive. During WWII

I had occasion in training to be all alone in the desert and
observe the most beautiful sunsets imaginable. However, be-
cause I was alone, the beauty only made me more lonely. I
longed to share the beauty, and was comforted only by the
fact that I could try to describe them in a letter to my loved
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ones. An indispensible part of Masonry is friendship and a
brother who commits himself to making his lodge friendly for
all, while perhaps not being original, is performing his great
service. As long as there is a brother, in any lodge, who feels
unwanted or ignored, we have, to that extent, failed our Ma-
sonic traditions.

Now let us turn to some of the progressive facits of Masonry. Masonry
recognizes that times are constantly changing. Masonry flourished, not in
the dark ages, but in the age of the renaisance. Only the very basic pre-
cepts of Masonry are forbidden from change. Generally, the means by
which these precepts are promulgated may be altered and expanded ac-
cording to the exigencies of the times and the desires of the brethren.
While perhaps no more important than the retention of old ideas, the
vision and implementation of new ideas comes about only infrequently,
and requires more effort as well as the inspiration. Albert Einstein has
said that he had only two absolutely original ideas in his whole life. Thanks
to the Creator, there are those of us who can create—not heaven and earth
of course, but something new for Masonry. Illustrations of new things
are impossible, since if I know them, they are not new, but bear with
me for some examples of the general areas where original thought is
particularly required for the benefit of the fraternity.

FIRST EXAMPLE of an area where a progressive Mason
might make a commitment would be in the building or re-
modeling of a temple. A change in our life style has accus-
tomed us to more beautiful surroundings, air conditioning,
wall to wall carpeting and other luxuries and ornaments.
The sybolisms of Masonry are largely taken from the build-
in of a beautiful temple. Of all places, our temples should be
beautiful and modern. Yet, many do not reflect this ideal.
A Mason with vision and drive might like to work in this
field.

A SECOND EXAMPLE of a possible commitment for the
Mason who may be full of inspiration and vigor would be in
the sponsoring of a new chartered lodge. New suburban com-
munities are springing up. If Masonry is to thrive, new lodges
must become a part of new communities. No longer do we
have just urban and rural in Nebraska. Suburbia is with us,
and suburbia appears to be the wave of the future. You will
recall in pioneer days a new town was shortly followed with
a new Masonic lodge. Perhaps some of you can have a part in
the formation of a new lodge. From talking to those who
have had such a part, I can assure you that it is a most satisfy-
ing contribution to Masonry.

A THIRD EXAMPLE of a commitment which might be made
by an enterprising and imaginative Mason might be to work

on a special membership committee. Although our membership
loss has been dwarfed by losses in many other established in-
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stitutions, no loss is a good loss, and the decline of members
in this Grand Jurisdiction of 906 from December of 1971 to
December of 1972 must be of concern to us. [ am reminded
of the old gentleman who used to lay in bed and count the
chimes of the grandfather clock. One night something went
wrong with the mechanism, and he counted 10-11-12-13-14,
and then he realized that something was amiss. He shook his
wife and said, “Ma, Ma, wake up. It is later than it ever was”.
I am happy to state that our Grand Secretary reports a sub-
stantial upswing in our initiations for the first half of this year,
but am sure that it is time for our most original thinking and
prompt action regarding membership.

This is my fourth Grand Oration. Three years ago I gave my first. Its
subject was the desirability of youth in our fraternity. My conclusion to-
night, in my last Grand Oration, is like unto it, and may I express it as a
fashion show. We certainly need the Mason in the black suit, white shirt,
black tie and black shoes; but we also need the Mason in the hounds
tooth double knits, pink shirt, flowered tie and white shoes—and of course
we need all Masons who wear something in between.

REPORT OF THE PRESIDENT
OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Masonic Eastern Star Home for Children

W.. Joe N. Lindquist, presented the report which was
adopted:

Most Worshipful Grand Master and Distinguished Guests:

As President of the Board of Trustees of your Home for Children at
Fremont, I am very pleased to bring you greetings from the Trustees, the
personnel at the Home, and from the children.

It is also my pleasure to make this official report of the Board whom
you have selected to manage the Masonic-Eastern Star Childrens Home at
Fremont. The responsibility for the management of the Home rests with
the Board of Trustees, consisting of seven members as representatives of
the Grand Lodge and seven members as representatives of the Order of
the Eastern Star. They are elected at the stockholders meeting in July and
come from all over the state. This Board functions through many com-
mittees which are served by the various members of the Board who give
a considerable amount of their time and efforts. I want to express my per-
sonal thanks to all members of the Board and to the Chairman of these
various committees, who have cooperated so willingly. Without them, your
Home could not function. Their only compensation is the pleasure and
satisfaction which are theirs in doing a job they feel to be one of the most
worthwhile assignments of our two Grand Bodies.

At the stockholders meeting last July, our Worthy Grand Matron,
Sister Catherine Kennedy and our Worthy Grand Patron, Brother Earl
Hanel, suggested since there was money available in their project fund,
that air-conditioners be purchased.Two were placed in the Senior Boys
Home and two in the Girls Home. Another thing they plan to take care of
through their project is seven broken and leaking lavatories in the Senior
Boys Home. They are over 50 years old.

There is considerable repair work that needs attention on the build-
ings this spring and summer. It is time again to paint the outside trim on
all the homes. The gutters leak on all buildings, and the roof on the Ad-
ministration building leaks in different places. The showers in the Senior
Boys Home do not work. Concrete work needs to be done especially on
the steps and sidewatks.

Trees are to be replaced but that will come from Sister Gertrude
Placek, P.G.M., and Brother Ray Ruth, P.G.P.’s, “Project Pride.”
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Next years budget is $118,060.00 as compared to the sum of $116,
092.00 for last year, but our askings from Grand Lodge and Grand Chap-
ter is less than last year. Operational costs, salaries, food and supplies have
necessarily been increased even though the number of children in the home
has decreased. At the present time there are 15 boys and 5 girls. We have
one boy graduating this year and he plans to go to the University of Nebr-
aska and is sponsored by the Masonic-Eastern Star Student Fund.

Our endowment fund has been increased consideribly this year through
the estates of deceased Sisters and Brothers. Several general gifts have been
received by the Home with instructions that the funds be used for capital
improvements. The many contacts made by our Publicity Committee
through their Mothers Day and Christmas Letters have brought in a sum
that has helped tremendously. We would also like to thank the Shrine
Clubs, Rainbow for Girls, Job’s Daughters and DeMolay for all of their
donations this past year.

Our children receive much more than just their physical needs of food,
clothing and a place to live. They are given many opportunities to become
involved in numerous and varied activities. For instance, many of our old-
er children are given the opportunity to secure part-time employment. We
feel this work experience will benefit them greatly when they leave the
Home and begin their life’s work. All children who have part-time employ-
ment are required to put part of their earnings in their savings accounts.
When the child leaves the Home, this money becomes extremely impor-
tant, especially if the child is seeking education beyond high school.

Our children are also involved in numerous organized activities such
as Scouting, 4-H, DeMolay, etc. We encourage our youngsters to become
involved in these organized activities since we feel they not only bring
the children enjoyment but also teach many valuable lessons that will help
them to become well-rounded citizens. We also encourage our children to
become involved in their schools extra-curricular activities. We have several
boys involved in sporting activities and some of them have done very well
by winning varsity letters. Two of the boys have done especially well. Tom
Bucy, who graduates this year, has been on Fremont’s Varsity Swimming
Team for three years with diving being his specialty. This year in Big Ten
competition, he won the diving championship and in doing so, establish-
ed a new record for most points ever scored in this event. Another one of
our boys whom we feel is doing well is Scott Swift, who is only an 8th.
grader, but has already established himself as a fine wrestler. Scott is a
big boy, over 6’ tall and weighs over 200 lbs. I might also point out that
both of these boys, besides being good athletes, are also find students. We
are very proud of these two boys but we are also proud of all our child-
ren who work hard to improve themselves whether it be in sports, music
or school work. We know that not everyone can be a winner but the im-
portant thing is that they try.

We are again looking forward to another full summer of activities.
Our 4-H program continues to serve as an important part of these activi-
ties. We will have beef cattle and sheep as our projects this year. Almost
all the children have the opportunity to be involved in our 4-H activities
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for which we are extremely grateful. Again, this would not be possible if
our friends throughout the State did not support us by the donation of
these animals.

This is everyones opportunity to practice Masonry in its most prac-
tical form. Many people ask, “What can I do as my part in this great
work?” There are a great many things each member can do in furthering
this work, maintain a high interest in the Home; be watchful for children
of the proper affiliation who need the care of our Home; take part in
Chapter and Lodge projects for the Home; acquaint new members with
the work of the Home and their responsibility in assuring its success; and
finally, perpetuate the ideals and principles of Masonry so that future
generations may judge our efforts with pride in the care of needy and
less-fortunate children.

“Sharing our good, whatever it is, will give to our hearts deepest joy;
No greater work can be done in this work than helping a girl or boy.”

REPORT OF THE MASONIC SERVICE ASSOCIATION

M. .W.". Herbert A. Ronin, Chairman, presented the report
which was adopted:

Most Worshipful Grand Master and Brethren:

The Masonic Service Association once again serviced the Grand Mas-
ters’ Conference traditionally held in Washington, D.C. during the week
of February 22, 1973. The Annual Meeting of the M.S.A. was also held,
which was attended by the Grand Masters of the 44 Grand Lodges whe
are members. Our Grand Master served on the Education and Publications
Committee, whose report was adopted by the Association. Our Deputy
Grand Master, R. W. Frank J. Mattoon, our Grand Secretary, M.".W. ..
Norris W. Lallman,M.".W.". Louis Sylvester and myself were also in at-
tendance.

The subject of lowering the age at which one may be made a Mason
was one of the highlights of the Conference. North Dakota and Idaho
are two Grand Jurisdictions which have already enacted such legislation.
Our Grand Master presented a very timely and scholarly message on
“Masonic Age.” I have noted that a number of Masonic publications
have reproduced it and it is provocative of further consideration of this
new development in Masonry.

Digests, Short Talk Bulletins, and reports were distributed by the M.
S.A. to those designated by our member Grand Lodge Jurisdictions. An
April, 1972 Bulletin was issued on Cabinet Members, Justices of the Su-
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preme Court, Senators and Representatives who are Master Masons.
Another Bulletin was issued in October, 1972 entitled “Masonic Ques-
tions Answered by the Courts” by Alphonse Cerza, 3390 of Illinois,
which contains a brief description of judgments in actual cases in which
Masons or Masonic Bodies were involved. A current list of Oldest Living
Freemasons with the names of men who have been Masons 70 years of
more was published.

In 1972 Special Reports included ‘“Membership Statistics - U.S. Grand
Lodges, 1971”; “Lowering Age for Initiates”, and a survey on ‘‘Life
Memberships™.

To supply the continuing demand for copies of previous Digests,
Bulletins, Plays, or other materials compiled by the Association, con-
siderable reprinting had to be done in 1972. There are over 600 Short
Talk Bulletins available, most of them being reprints for which requests
continue for these useful essays on a wide variety of Masonic subjects,
providing good Masonic literature at low cost. Our research library and
reference files enable us to answer many inquiries from Masonic students
and scholars from all over the world.

The Masonic Service Hospital Visitation Program continues to expand
thus serving more patients. The number of hospitalized veterans continues
to grow annually. The patients are increasing their requests for assis-
tance. Many volunteer groups assist our Masonic Field Agents. As Masons
we are proud of this service which is being conducted in the Veterans’
Administration Hospitals in 33 of our states. Nebraska joined the Masonic
Service Association for educational purposes only and has never joined
in the Hospital Visitation Service which requires additional expense. This
expense is not great as our Field Agents are generally Masons who are re-
tired from their usual vocation and enjoy this benevolent work even
though this compensation is limited. Our neighboring jurisdictions of
Wyoming, North and South Dakota, Minnesota, lowa, Missouri and
Kansas enthusiastically maintain Hospital Visitation Programs.

We had $350.00 in our Budget again last year for the expenses of some
Nebraska Mason to undergo training under an experienced Field Agent
in a Veteran’s Hospital. None of this was spent. One interested brother
applied, but an illness prevented him from taking the necessary training.
I recommend reappropriation of another $350.00 for this purpose which
sum can only be expended under the express approval of our Grand Mas-
ter. I would be delighted to hear from any Master Mason who would be
interested in becoming a Field Agent.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON RETURNS

M..W.. Herbert A. Ronin, Past Grand Master, presented
the report which was adopted:

Your Committee on Returns respectfully submits the following
report:
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The Committee has examined the Annual Returns of the 253 sub-
ordinate Lodges for the year 1972 and find that in general, these reports
are satisfactorily prepared by Lodge Secretaries.

These Annual Reports are due to reach the Grand Secretary’s Office
on or before February 10th and we wish to report that all Lodges have
filed their Annual Returns with the exception of three Lodges delinquent
in their Monthly Reports.

While omissions of required information on these Annual Returns do
occur through oversight, we wish to commend the Lodge Secretaries for
their prompt and efficient rendition of their Annual and Monthly reports.

Annual Returns requires the imprint of Lodge Seal of which we found
29 Lodges overlooked applying to their reports.

Name and date of presentation of Bronze Jordan Medal Member
should be shown on report each year regardless of any change in name
fo wearer. 15 Lodges omitted the name of their distinguished member.

These reports should be personally signed by the Master and Secre-
tary of each Lodge and we must report that several Lodges were not in
compliance with this requirement.

It is the suggestion of this committee that Lodge Secretaries make
continued use of the Monthly Progress Report, keeping it up to date to
avoid errors in Membership accounting.

We also wish to highly commend the Grand Secretary and his efficient
staff for the excellent manner in which these records are maintained and
the courteous cooperation extended the Committee while checking these
Annual Returns.

REPORT OF PUBLICITY COMMITTEE

W.'. Lester Way, Chairman, presented the report which was
adopted:

Most Worshipful Grand Master, Officers of the Grand Lodge, Brethren:

It is with regrets that I must report that your Publicity Committee
has not for more than two years functioned as it should. However, the
Committee has made every effort in recent months to correct this situa-
tion.

The Committee has forwarded releases concerning this Grand Lodge
communication to over 260 newspapers, 7 radio stations and 13 television
stations across the state.

We hope that with additional personnel on the Committee (and an in-
crease in the budget, if allowed) we cannot only give better coverage of
Grand Lodge activities, but also, provide written communications between
Grand Lodge and Constituent Lodges and in this manner provide com-
munication between the Constituent Lodges.

Your Grand Lodge Committee has put in a year of trial effort in
finding out what type of meetings would be of most service to our Craft
in Nebraska.

We conducted some of our area meetings of 20 to 25 lodges calling
for Masters and Wardens and other interested Master Masons with a din-
ner, including the ladies, concluding an afternoon meeting.

We also conducted pilot meetings called Mini-Area Meetings, consist-
ing normally of 6 lodges a piece at a tiled Table Lodge in the evening only
with a light meal and holding our instruction at the Table Lodge.

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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON RELIEF

W.. Paul L. Toombs, 290, Chairman, presented the report,
which was adopted:

Most Worshipful Sir:
Your Committee on Relief has had another routine year.

During the past year we responded to the request of the Most Worship-
ful Grand Master to contribute to Disaster Funds of Rapid City South Da-
kota in the amount of $500.00 and to Nicaragua in the amount of $200.
00. We assisted Covert Lodge No. 11 with $100.00 for their relief. The
total amount expended was $2,642.00 which includes our regular annui-
tants and the above. Considering the number on the rolls as of December
31, 1972 this amounts to $.068 per member. The disaster funds make
this a little higher than usual.

We work closely with the Masonic Relief Association of Omaha and
have wonderful cooperation from them.

As we have had no other requests for relief assistance, it is assumed
that the constituent lodges are handling their own, without assistance.

M.".W.. Howard J. Hunter, Grand Master:

At this time we will discuss the proposed amendments to the By-laws
that we will have to vote on. M..W.". Grand Secretary will you read the
amendment?.

RESOLUTION NO. 1 — BE IT RESOLVED: that section 1-104--Votes
in Grand Lodge of the Constitution, to read as follows:

Section 1-104 - Votes in Grand Lodge -- Every officer and mem-
ber of the Grand Lodge, including Deputy Grand Custodians shall
be entitled to one vote in his individual right and no other, nor
shall any member vote by proxy, except as provided in Section
1-102 of the code. A majority of the votes cast shall determine all
questions, except as provided in Section 1-502 of the code. A roll
call shall be ordered at the request of three members. This change
will give the Grand Tyler and the Deputy Grand Custodians a vote
in Grand Lodge.

M.".W.". Charles F. Adams, Past Grand Master:

In the opinion of your Paliamentarian, you can not properly amend
a By-law and attempt to give a vote to a person who is not a member of
the Grand Lodge. In my opinion, and I believe I speak for the Grand Mas-
ter, in order to create someone or some group other than those already
created as members, it will be necessary to amend Article II of the Con-
stitution.
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M. .W.". Howard J. Hunter, Grand Master:

Thank you, M. .W.". Brother Charles. It is my ruling, brethren, and I
think it is fair and right and if it &s decided in the wisdom of the Craft that
such or any such move is necessary or appropriate, they should take the
necessary steps to do it properly. So, will the Grand Secretary read the
second proposed amendment.

RESOLUTION NO. 2 — BE IT RESOLVED: that the Grand Lodge
delete Section 3—102 (d) Chapter 1 under Masonic offenses. This does
not intend to alter Section 2-904 which has to do with a petitioner.

M. .W.. Howard J. Hunter, Grand Master:

Now my brethren, this resolution is open for discussion before we
vote. I am assuming that all of you were informed that this By-law is up
for ballot at this time. If any Brother wishes to speak for or against this
By-law, he may do so at this time. After the discussion we will vote on the
proposed amendment.

I would like to appoint W.". Brother Harold D. Weddel and ten of his
Deputy Grand Custodians to be judges and tellers.

The proposed amendment did not receive the necessary two-thirds ma-
jority and the resolution was defeated.

RESOLUTIONS PRESENTED

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

The undersigned, being members of The Grand Lodge of the Most
Ancient and Honorable Fraternity of Free and Accepted Masons of Nebr
aska, do hereby propose and second the following Amendment to the Con-
stitution of the Grand Lodge:

1. That Article II MEMBERS be amended to read:

ARTICLE I
MEMBERS

The Grand Lodge shall consist of a Grand Master, Deputy Grand Mas-
ter, Grand Senior Warden, Grand Junior Warden, Grand Secretary, Grand
Chaplain, Grand Orator, Grand Historian, Grand Custodian, Grand Mar-
shal, Grand Senior Deacon, Grand Junior Deacon, Grand Tyler, Deputy
Grand Custodians with such other officers as it may from time to time
create; together with the Masters and Wardens or their proxies, duly con-
stituted, of the charters lodges under its jurisdiction; and such Past Grand
Masters and Past Deputy Grand Masters as are members of a subordinate
lodge

2. That the original Article II is hereby repealed.
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BE IT RESOLVED — that Section 1-407—ALLOCATION OF FUNDS--
be amended to read as follows:

The per capita tax of $5.00 shall be divided as follows:

The Nebraska Masonic Home ..........cccccueue.... $2.00
To the General Fund .......c...vvmrreeenannen.ee. 3.00

The initiation fee of $10.00 and all affiliation fees shall be allocated
to the General Fund.

Previous section 1-407 and subsequent amendments be repealed.

M.'.W.". Howard J. Hunter, Grand Master:

The above resolution will be placed on file to be acted upon at the
117th Annual Communication.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON JURISPRUDENCE

M..W.. Russell L. Fickes, Chairman, presented the report
of the Committee on Jurisprudence, which was adopted section
by section, then as a whole.

Those sections of the report of the Grand Master which were referred
to the Committee on Jurisprudence, have been carefully reviewed and your
committee makes the following recommendations pertaining thereto:

DISPENSATIONS

The several dispensations requested and granted, as shown by the re-
port, appear proper. The refusal by the Grand Master to grant a dispensa-
tion to change the date of a regular stated meeting also appears to have
been proper. We believe that, in future reports, a Grand Master will pro-
vide guidance to the craft by a brief summary of the basis upon which all
such requests are made.

We recommend the approval of the section on Dispensations of the
Grand Master’s report.

AMENDMENTS TO BY-LAWS

We recommend the approval of this section of the Grand Master’s
report.

DECISIONS

1. We recommend the approval of Decision number 1 and call attention
to the fact that the by-laws of a subordinate lodge may be amended to
provide that when a regular meeting falls on a legal holiday a substitute
date may be designated, however, the meeting must be held on a date as
established by the by-laws.
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2. We recommend the approval of decision number 2 of the report.

3. Masters and subordinate lodges are now responsible for the determina-
tion as to physical capability of a petitioner (Sec 2-904 as amended 1960)
We feel that decision number 3 is more of a personal recommendation
than a decision as Grand Master. In that light, we recommend its approval
and that the same not be annotated in the Code.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. We recommend approval of recommendation number 1.

2. Recommendation number 2 is for the appointment of a standing com-
mittee and would require an amendment to Section 1-301. We suggest that
a Grand Master has authority to appoint a special committee for the ac-
complishment of any Masonic purpose and to assist him in the guidance
and administration of the Grand Lodge. We recommend disapproval of
Recommendation number 2.

3. We recommend that Recommendation number 3 be limited to allow
payment of 10¢ per mile only where the established rate is now .08¢ per
mile and that this recommendation not be construed as amending any by-
law regarding transportation to the Grand Lodge. With this limitation, we
recommend approval of recommendation number 3.

4. As presented, recommendation number 4 would be discriminatory. We
recommend that this recommendation be disapproved.

The jurisprudence Committee recommends that the Codification Com-
mittee be requested to prepare an amendment to Section 2-901 of the By-
laws to provide for reduction of the age of a petitioner from 21 years to 19
years.

5. The income of the Grand Lodge is not sufficient to carry out the pro-
gram proposed by recommendation number 5. We therefore recommend
disapproval of such recommendation number 5.

At the 1970 Grand Lodge Communication, a recommendation was
made by the Grand Master that a committee be appointed to revise the
Grand Lodge Constitution and By-Laws. No report of such committee
has been received.

We feel that this is an urgent matter which needs to be completed. We
recommend that the Grand Master Elect appoint a Special Committee with
directions to prepare and present to the next Annual Communication a
re-codification of our Constitution and a revision of our By-Laws.

We further recommend that such committee substantially follow the
existing form and content but with discretion to recommend revision and
deletion of words or sections which are no longer considered applicable or
pertinent; That such revision delete obsolete and repetitive annotations of
decisions.
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REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON CODIFICATION OF LAW

W.". Bernard T. Pipher, 31 Chairman, presented the report
which was adopted.

M.".W.". Grand Master, Grand Officers and Brethren:

Your Committee on Codification of the Law submits its report and
recommends amendments to the By-laws of this grand Lodge as follows:

That section 2-901 of the By-laws be amended to read as follows:
Section 2-901--NO RELIGIOUS TEST.-No religious test shall be required
of any petitioner for the degrees of Masonry other than a steadfast belief
in the existence and perfections of God, and no lodge shall receive any
candidate without an acknowledgment of such belief, A petitioner must
be nineteen years old at the time of signing his petition.

That original of said section be repealed.
The proposed amendment to Section 2-901, was voted on by

the Grand Lodge and passed by the necessary two-thirds ma-
jority.

We also recommend that any approved decisions of the Grand Mas-
ter, which are not repetitive of existing annotations, should be placed in
the code as annotations to the pertinent sections.

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THE ROLL OF ASSISTANT CUSTODIANS AND
DATE OF APPOINTMENT

The first reference providing for an ‘“Assistant Custodian,” was
made in 1869.

In 1870 the “Committee on Work” recominended the establishment
of five districts and the appointment of an equal number of brethren,
these together with the Grand Lecturer to constitute a “Board of
Custodians” to serve for five years. From that time until now, there
have been appointed assistant custodians. It is the purpose here to
list all that have at any time served the Grand Lodge. They are listed
in terms of first appointment. The number following each name repre-
sents the lodge of which each was or is a member.

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MASONIC CALENDAR

Ancient Craft Masons commence their era with the creation of the
world, calling it Anno Lucis (A.".L.".) “In the year of light.”

Royal Arch Masons date from the year the second temple was com-
menced by Zerubbabel, Anno Inventionis (A.".L".) “In the year of the
Discovery.”

Royal and Select Masters date from the year in which the Temple of
Solomon was completed, Anno Depositions (A.".Dep.".) “In the year of
the deposit.”

Knight Templar commence their era with the organization of the
order, Anno Ordinis, (A..0..) “In the year of the Order.”

Order of High Priesthood dates from the year of the blessing of
Abraham by the High Priest Melchizedek, Anno Beneficio, (A.".Beo.".)
”In the year of the blessing.”

Scottish Rite, same as Ancient Craft, except the Jewish chronology
is used. Anno Mundi, (A.".M.".) “In the year of the world.”

RULES FOR MASONIC DATES
Ancient Craft Masons — Add 4,000 years to the current year, thus:
1973 and 4,000 — 5973.

Royal Arch Masons — Add 530 to the current year, thus: 1973 and
530 — 2499.

Royal and Select Masters — Add 1,000 years to current year, thus:
1972 and 1,000 — 2973.

Knights Templar — From the Chrisitan era take 1,118; thus 1,118
from 1973 — 851.

Order of High Priesthood — To the Christian era add 1913, the year
of the blessing, thus 1973 — 3880.

Scottish Rite — Add 3,760 to the current year; thus 1973 and 3,760
—5729.
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
