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ADDRESS OF THE GRAND MASTER

My Brethren of the Most Worshipful, The Grand Lodge, Ancient, Free
and Accepted Masons of Nebraska:

Welcome to the 123rd Annual Communication of our Grand Lodge. To
you who are delegates to this Grand Communication, and to you who are
our guests, I extend warm fraternal greetings, with the hope that you will
each find Masonic friendship, brotherhood, and a great deal of enjoyment
while you are in Lincoln. This Grand Lodge is comprised of the Masters
and Wardens of the Constituent Lodges, the Past Grand Masters, and the
Officers of the Grand Lodge. I know you, the members would not be per-
forming the important duties of your respective offices, nor would you be
here, if you did not have a great deal of love, respect, and desire for the
success of this great institution to which we have the honor and good for-
tune to belong. Therefore, I know that you will all be diligent and atten-
tive during these sessions, and that your actions will be directed toward the
preservation and advancement of our beloved Fraternity.

It has been my high privilege and honor to serve as your Grand Master
during the last year, commencing on June 9, 1979. Now, with that year
about to end, the Constitution of the Grand Lodge enjoins me to set forth
my official acts during the year, to report on the general condition of
Masonry in the jurisdiction, and to recommend such legislation as may be
deemed necessary or expedient for the welfare of the Fraternity.

The day following my installation, my own Lodge, Craftsmen No. 314
held a beautiful reception for me and for the other Grand Lodge Officers.
It was a memorable day, and I am most grateful to the officers and breth-
ren of Craftsmen Lodge for that reception, and for all that they have done
to help me during the year.

NECROLOGY

During this past year, The Supreme Architect of the Universe, in His
infinite wisdom, has seen fit to summon to the Celestial Lodge Above, one
of our most distinguished Masons. M.W. Charles F. Adams was not only a
Past Grand Master of Masons of Nebraska, but also a Mason of truly
national importance. One of my first official duties, and a great personal
pleasure was to represent our Grand Lodge and bring greetings to the
Annual Assembly of the United Grand Imperial Council, Knights of the
Red Cross of Constantine for the United States, Mexico and the Phillipines,
in Lincoln on June 15, 1979. The Grand Sovereign of the Order was
Charles F. Adams, K.G.C., and he did great honor to Nebraska and to
Lincoln by bringing that important conclave here. On February 19, 1979,
as Deputy Grand Master, I was in attendance at the Annual Meeting of the
George Washington Masonic National Memorial Association, and was proud
and happy to see M.W. Brother Adams elected and installed as President of
that National Association. M. W. Brother Adams had held many other im-
portant posts, but most importantly, was a dear friend and brother. We
miss him greatly.

In all, 846 Brothers passed beyond the sable curtain to that undiscovered
country from whose bourne, no traveller returns. They include M. W. Charles
F. Adams, Past Grand Master and W. John C. Nelson, Deputy Grand Custodian.
All gave of themselves to the Craft, and all will be missed.
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For me, this year has brought sadness, as well as many happy occasions.
That Mason who, above all others, looked forward to being here today to
see me preside as Grand Master; that Mason whom, of all others I had
looked forward to introducing, I cannot introduce to you. My Dad, W.'.
Warren “Dewey” Lichty, passed away on December 22nd, and my Mother,
who had also looked forward to being here passed away on January 20th
of this year. Although I feel close to them, their faces are not among us.
They gave me life, sustenance, love and material things, but they gave me
one thing more which neither years nor miles nor the sadness of being
parted can take away. They gave me Masonry. When I was fourteen, I knew
nothing of DeMolay. But Dad and Mother both encouraged me to join, and
Dad helped me to submit a petition. There was no DeMolay Chapter in
Crawford, where we then lived, but Dad, with some of his friends, saw to
it that I could always get to meetings. He was very proud when I served as
Master Councillor. When I was 21, Dad and Mother encouraged me to peti-
tion for the Degrees of Masonry. I was in Law College then, and thought I
was too busy “to take the time then,” but with their gentle encouragement,
I found the time. And still, as if it were but yesterday, I can hear Dad’s
great voice saying: “Yea, my brethren, I have a word . . .”. One of the first
things I did as a Cryptic Mason, back in 1953, was to journey to Omaha to
Grand Council, where he presided as Most Illustrious Grand Master. I was
very proud of him. And during the years we have had together since then,
I have learned that the truly golden hours are those which a father and a
son spend together behind the tiled door in a Lodge of Freemasonry. These
are the most precious hours of all, I shall always remember them. I shall
always be grateful for them.

The peace that these memories bring to me, however, are marred by the
knowledge that so many other Masons have deprived themselves of such
joys and have deprived their sons of such memories, by not bringing them
into the Fraternity. Many will realize too late what they have missed. 1t is
to help the sons of other Masons to have the golden hours and precious
memories that I have, that [ make my first proposal that we give them the
status of Lewis, as will be covered in the section on proposals.

CORNERSTONES AND DEDICATIONS

On March 22, 1980, at the request of W... Norman Heese, Master of
North Bend Lodge No. 119, A.F. & A.M., the Grand Lodge laid the Cor-
nerstone for and dedicated their beautiful new Masonic Temple. We greatly
enjoyed and appreciated the hospitality of the Master, Wardens, Officers
and Members of North Bend Lodge, and their ladies, and congratulate
them on their great achievement. The Grand Lodge Officers and their
ladies were entertained at luncheon by the Officers of the Lodge and
their ladies. As Grand Master, I presided at the cornerstone ceremony,
and the address was given by W.". Robert E. Richards, Grand Orator. The
Dedication Ceremony followed, and the day closed with a grand banquet
at the North Bend City Auditorium. W.:. Paul Eveland, chairman of the
Building Committee served as Master of Ceremonies. The audience, which
filled the auditorium, enjoyed a fine dinner and outstanding entertainment,
which included numbers by the superb quartet of North Bend Lodge. I was
pleased to present two fifty-year pins and to deliver a short talk. It was a
most enjoyable day.
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On May 10, 1980, the Grand Lodge laid the Cornerstone for and dedicated
the new Masonic Temple of Geneva Lodge No. 79, A.F. & AM. at the request
of Worshipful Master Thomas J. Ortgies. The Officers of the Grand Lodge and
their ladies were entertained at luncheon by the Master, Wardens and Officers
of Geneva Lodge No. 79 and their ladies, and we greatly enjoyed their hospital-
ity. W.". Jim Biba, chairman of the Building Committee and all the members of
Geneva Lodge No. 79 are to be congratulated on the achievement of providing
this beautiful Temple for their future use and enjoyment. I presided at the cor-
nerstone ceremony, and the address was given by the Grand Orator, W.". Robert
E. Richards. The Grand Lodge then dedicated the Temple to Freemasonry, and
the dedicatory address was given by W. B. David A. Portwood.

Geneva Lodge No. 79 and North Bend Lodge No. 119 are numbered among
the finest, most active Lodges in this Grand Jurisdiction. Dedicated leadership
and loyal membership have given them both new Temples of which they can be
justly proud, and I doubt not that their enthusiasm, their activity and their
growth will continue.

I especially want to express my gratitude to W.. William Keller, Grand Mar-
shal for his leadership and the diligent manner in which he performed the duties
of his office in working with the respective Lodges and organizing these corner-
stone and dedicatory ceremonies. Both he and the officers and members of the
Lodges deserve congratulations for the smooth and efficient manner in which
the ceremonies were carried out.

CENTENNIALS AND ANNIVERSARIES

On September 28, 29 and 30, Worshipful Master Daniel E. Spearow and
the Wardens, Officers and Members of Frank Welch Lodge No. 75 of Sidney
celebrated the centennial of the chartering of their Lodge in truly memorable
style. On Friday the 28th, they moved their Charter to a most appropriate
outdoor location and conferred a Master Mason Degree amidst the buttes on
a high hill. The outdoor barbecue with all the trimmings which followed was
enjoyed immensely by all. On Saturday, Lodge opened in the Temple and I
was formally received. That evening, the banquet room of the Ft. Sidney
Hotel was filled for the centennial banquet. After a fine meal, the history of
the Lodge was given, and I delivered a centennial address. On Sunday morning,
the members of the Lodge, their ladies and guests went to Church. It was a
very large group which worshipped together, and then attended a brunch
which closed the celebration. This three-day event was a fitting celebration
of the first century of Frank Welch Lodge No. 75, and at the same time it
was a grand and glorious launching of the second hundred years in the life
of the Lodge. I am sure that with such a start, the Lodge cannot have other
than success, activity and prosperity in the years ahead.

On May 6th, Worshipful Fred S. Linder, Master of Albion Lodge No. 78,
A.F. & AM. and the Wardens, Officers and Members celebrated the centennial
of the Lodge. Lodge opened at 4:00 and I was received as Grand Master. The
Past Grand Masters and Grand Lodge Officers in attendance and the Grand
Master, Worshipful Master and others gave short talks. The history of the Lodge
was given, and after closing, coffee and cookies furnished by the ladies of the
Eastern Star were enjoyed by all, as we had opportunity to renew acquaintances.
The centennial banquet was held at the Albion Country Club, and it was a full
house, After a delicious dinner, we were entertained by the Rainbow Girls, and
I gave the centennial address, W.'. Brother Fred and his officers and members
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had a fine celebration, which bodes well for the continued success and prosperity
of Albion Lodge No. 78.

On September 30, Arcana Lodge No. 195 of Gordon celebrated its 90th
birthday and fifty years in their Temple. Worshipful Master Clifford M. Case
and his lady hosted a lovely dinner for the Grand Lodge officers and their
ladies and the officers of the Lodge and their ladies. We then moved to the
Temple where a large group was entertained by an outstanding musical program,
after which I delivered an address. It was a delightful evening, and I am happy to
to report that Masonry is alive and well in Gordon.

On June 26, we were invited to the Charter Night Banquet of Lincoln Lodge
No. 19. The Lodge was celebrating its 111th birthday, and Worshipful Master
Zean E. Carney and the Officers and Members of the Lodge had an outstanding
evening. I was officially received and after a delightful dinner and entertainment
I gave a short address.

DEPUTY GRAND CUSTODIANS

This year, I appointed each of the Deputy Grand Custodians as my Personal
Representative within the respective districts. I first assigned them the duty of
visiting all of the Lodges under their jursidiction and of attempting to encourage
the ones which have not been too active. It is my hope that they were received
in each of their Lodges as my personal representative. I next assigned them the
duty of holding an educational meeting with the new Masters for 1980, and re-
porting the results of the meetings to me. They were all supplied with copies of
educational material.

Almost all of the custodians made such reports, and the consensus seemed to
be that the meetings were beneficial and well received. Several conclusions be-
came evident to me from these reports.

1. The Lodges and Masters who are accomplishing the least and are most in
need of help were the ones that did not attend.

2. Lodge officers, generally, are not aware of the resources available to them.
For example, a great number had not heard of the “Short Talk Bulletins even
though the Grand Lodge goes to considerable expense to see that each Lodge
receives one every month. Apparently many go to some individual who considers
these Bulletins his property rather than that of the Lodge. They are supposed to
go to either the Chairman of the Lodge Education Committee or to the Secretary.
In either event, the Master should insist on the opportunity to review the Bulletins
each month.

3. There is a great benefit in neighboring Lodges doing things together and
staying in communication. In almost every district, some Lodges are more active
and more successful than others. It is, I believe essential that ALL Lodges try to
help their neighboring Lodges, and that ALL Lodges try to learn from their
neighboring Lodges. Besides, it is fun for Lodges to hold joint activities. This
includes joint dinners, posting sessions, degree teams, competitions at cards or
sports, or almost any other kind of Masonic activity.

4. More and more Lodges are holding Non-Masons guest nights. This was also
a subject which was covered by the Deputy Grand Custodians as my Personal
Representatives. This is an ideal area for several neighboring Lodges to do together.
Lodges which have held such programs know that if Non-Masons are exposed to
this program, petitions will be forthcoming. The Grand Secretary, the Education
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Cor:mittee or the Membership committee will help by providing the program,
if requested.

5. At one of the meetings, it was reported that one of our Lodges with less
than two hundred members gives to each incoming Master “A Word to the Mas-
ter Mason,” a Masonic Monitor, a Masonic Bible, and a copy of Joseph Fort
Newton’s “The Builders.” It is no wonder that this is one of our most active
and progressive Lodges.

To my Personal Representatives, the Deputy Grand Custodians, I express my
gratitude. I am very glad I introduced the innovation of appointing you, and
want you to know that you have advanced Freemasonry by your efforts. In ex-
pression of my gratitude to each of you, I have a small token of remembrance
which you will receive when you are introduced.

DISPENSATIONS AND PERMISSIONS

Seven Lodges received permission to move their Charters. Rob Morris No. 46,
Oasis No. 271, Lancaster No. 54 and Frank Welch No. 75 were permitted to
move their charters to various outdoor locations for outdoor conferral of degrees.
Bellevue No. 325 was permitted to move its charter to the Masonic Home at
Plattsmouth where a Master Mason Degree was conferred. The Brethren residing
in the Home really appreciated the opportunity to attend the Degree right there
at the Home. Olive Branch No. 274 and Republican No. 98 were permitted to
move their charters while their Temples were being remodeled or erected. North
Bend No. 119 and Geneva No. 79 were permitted to move their charters to their
newly constructed Temples. Miloma No. 328 was permitted to move its charter to
the Junior High School for public installation.

I granted one dispensation to extend the time to post and examine a candidate,
seven to confer degrees without regard to time, and five to elect or install out of
time. In four instances, I waived the provisions of Section 2 - 402 for good cause
shown.

Permission was granted in one case to expend funds for Temple improvement,
and Ashlar No. 33 was given permission to solicit for the food truck for the Masonic
Home. The Order of DeMolay, by Brother Walter Miller, was given permission to
solicit Lodges to purchase space in their anniversary book, and he was also given
permission to solicit for the DeMolay Foundaiion.

A permission: which was most pleasant to give, after conferring with the Tem-
ple Building Committee, was to allow Franklin No. 264 to proceed with construc-
tion of their new Temple,

Permission to Craftsmen Lodge No. 314, to move its Charter for Grand Lodge.
Oasis Lodge No. 271, to move its Charter to an outdoor location for the annual
outdoor degree of the North Platte Valley Lodges. To East Lincoln Lodge No. 210,
a waiver of the provisions of Sec. 2-402 allowing them toc confer the F.C. and M.M.
degrees at the proper time on a candidate, without posting.
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INHERITANCE

During the term of office of my predecessor, M. W. Jack H. Hendrix, the Grand
Lodge received an inheritance to be used for the benefit of crippled children. This
was contested by the Shriner’s Hospital Corporation. M. W. Brother Hendrix had
retained M. W. Hugh W. Eisenhart to represent the Grand Lodge and offered to
settle the matter by sharing the inheritance with the Shriners on a 50 - 50 basis.
The 122nd Session of this Grand Lodge voted not to settle for less than 50%. The
matter was tried in County Court and we were successful. The Shrine Hospital
appealed to District Court and their counter-offer was that we take 10% and
they take 90%. Shortly before the hearing in District Court, I withdrew the 50%
offer. The District Court held in favor of the Shrine Hospitals, and we filed a
motion for new trial. This was sustained by the District Court, and on May 2, 1980,
after another hearing, the District Court held in our favor, finding that the property
vested in the Grand Lodge ““for crippled children and for that sole and only use.”
The Court further ordered that we file an annual report to the Furnas County
Court of the disposition of proceeds with a copy to William H. Sherwood, Per-
sonal Representative of the estate.

As this report goes to press, it cannot be said whether or not the Hospitals will
appeal to the Supreme Court since they have until June 2 to decide whether to
do so. Even if they do, however, I have no doubt but that we will be successful.

I therefore recommend that the handling of this inheritance and the proceeds
thereof be turned over to our Grand Trustees. If an additional committee or sub-
committee is needed to assist the trustees in receiving requests for grants, it is
within the power of the Grand Master to appoint such as a special committee.

The receipt of this inheritance is certainly a welcome opportunity for the
broadening of the scope of Masonic charity in Nebraska.

REINSTATEMENTS
31 applications for reinstatement were approved during the year.

BY-LAW AMENDMENTS

During the year, I approved 45 By-law amendments. Thirty of them were
for increasing either dues, fees, or both. Of the dues increases, eleven raised to
$20, one to $24, three to $25, and one to $30. The rest increased to some
amount less than $20.

Nine By-law changes had to do with changing meeting night, time, or
location. Four adjusted the compensation of the Secretary or Treasurer or
both, either upward or downward. One amendment changed the gift to the
retiring Master from a jewel to an apron. One provided for appointment of
a Committee to oversee maintenance of the Temple for the Lodge and one
amended its By-law regarding its officers to comply with Grand Lodge Law.

Two proposed amendments were disapproved as not complying with the
Law. One would have allowed free dues for all members over 65, which is
contrary to Section 2 - 405, and one would have allowed a Lodge committee
to make expenditures without a vote of the Lodge, contrary to Section 2 - 609.

CONSOLIDATIONS

During the year, it became my sad duty to approve three consolidations of
Lodges. On July 1, the consolidation of Litchfield Lodge No. 278 with Mason
City Lodge No. 170 was approved. Litchfield Lodge had lost its Temple to its
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use. On August 10, the consolidation of Hartington Lodge No. 155 with Relief
Lodge No. 219 of Coleridge was approved. Hartington Lodge had also lost its
Temple to its use.

On May 17, the consolidation of Creighton Lodge No. 100 with Plainview
Lodge No. 204 was approved. This was especially distressing, because in just
three more years, Creighton would have celebrated its centennial.

I enjoin all the members of Lodges which have been merged into other Lodges
to support and attend their new Lodge and to continue to bring new members
from their home town into the Lodge.

During the year, I appointed two trial commissions. Both matters are still
pending at the present.

Order of Job’s Daughters and of the Order of DeMolay. W. Bevin B. Bump
represented me at the Grand Lodges of Idaho and Wyoming, as well as at the
annual outdoor degree at which Mitchell Lodge No. 263 was host. W. Robert
A. Metcalf represented me at the Grand Lodge of Missouri, and W. Robert E.
Richards at the State Assembly of Rainbow for Girls. I also had to send repre-
sentatives to various meetings of local bodies which I found impossible to attend.
My thanks to all of those members of the Grand Lodge Family who represented
me and regrets to those bodies I was unable to attend. I am one who hates to
miss anything, and especiaily, I hate to miss the opportunity to meet and so-
cialize with Masons.

GRAND LODGE TOUR

The Grand Lodge tour of England and Scotland, September 10 - 18, was a
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great success. Margaret and I were accompanied by W. Brother William and
Dona Hurst and their daughter Amy; W. Brother Ivan and Mabel Armstrong;
Brother Charles and Dorothy Wenz; Brother Walter and Lucille Knight; Broth-
er Vernon and Donna Keehn; and Brother Edgar Brobst.

On arrival in London, part of the group accompanied Margaret and me to
J. Locke & Co., hatters, on St. James Street near St. James Palace, to purchase
a Grand Master’s hat. The next day, the group toured Westminster Abbey, and
then was taken along Whitehall and the Mall to Buckingham Palace and along
Regent Street to Picadilly Circus and Trafalgar Square. They then toured the
Tower of London and St. Paul’s Cathedral. During this time, I attended the
quarterly communication of the United Grand Lodge of England. The com-
munication was presided over by their Deputy Grand Master R. W. Bro. Hon.
Fiennes Cornwallis, O.B.E., D.L., who, with the Grand Secretary and other
officers and members, extended the warmest Masonic hospitality. Some mem-
bers of the group and I then toured Freemason’s Hall, including its Library
and Museum.

The next day, we all saw the English countryside, Stratford on Avon,
Shakespeare’s birthplace, Ann Hathaway’s cottage, the medieval village of
Wroxton and Oxford.

The following day, some of the group toured to Stonehenge, Winchester
Cathedral and Salisbury Cathedral while others finished their London sight-
seeing. That evening we all went to Hatfield House where Queen Elizabeth I,
once lived, for a real Elizabethan dinner.

Saturday we went north on a 125 m.p.h. British train to York, York-
minster Cathedral, The Shambles and other narrow streets of the old town,
and the Roman wall. After an afternoon tour, we reboarded our train for
Edinburgh. On Sunday, we ook a tour of the city and to Edinburgh Castle and
the Palace of Holyrood House. Monday we took a bus tour through the Tros-
sachs and some of the Loch country, to Stirling, Stirling Castle, and Stirling
Shops and stores. With a stop at the Kilmahog Woolen Mills where everyone
“loaded up,” we returned to Edinburgh and then to Pipers for a traditional
Scottish banquet with the Piping of the Haggis, dancers and all the rest. The
next day, I made an official call at Freemason’s Hall, Edinburgh, and the group
took pictures in front of the ancient Temple of the Venerable Canongate-
Kilwinning Lodge, after which we boarded the plane for London where we
changed planes and back to Chicago and Omaha.

GRAND MASTERS CONFERENCE

During Masonic Week in Washington, D.C. in February, I attended the annual
meetings of the George Washington Masonic National Memorial Association, The
Masonic Service Association of the U.S.A. and the Conference of Grand Masters
of Masons of North America. M.W. Stanley F. Maxwell presided pro tem in be-
half of M.W. Charles F. Adams, President of the Association at the George Wash-
ington Memorial Meeting, and expressed how much we all missed M.W. Brother
Charles, who was prevented by illness from presiding or attending.

The meeting of the M.S.A. was opened by M.W. Herbert A. Ronin, Chairman
of the Executive Commission. In accordance with the procedures of the Associa-
tion, a temporary Chairman was then elected to preside over the meeting. I was
elected temporary Chairman, and was greatly honored when M.W.Brother Ronin
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handed me the gavel and invited me to preside. I also served on the Committee
on Education and Publications chaired by M.W. Charles O. Riddle of Indiana.

The Conference of Grand Masters was opened by the Chairman and Vice-
Chairman, and officers for the year ending in February, 1981 were elected. M.W.
Brother William M. Koenig was elected Chairman and I was elected Vice-Chairman.
We took turns presiding over the meeting, and were most pleased at the quality
of the presentations and at the number of visiting Grand Masters from non-member
jurisdictions who were in attendance.

On the first day of the Grand Masters Conference, the Conference officers were
invited to the White House to meet President Carter in the oval office. We presented
the President with material explaining Freemasonry. The Conference officers will
complete our term by opening the Conference in Orlando, Florida in February of
1981.

GENERAL CONDITION OF MASONRY IN NEBRASKA

The state of the Craft in Nebraska - its potential is, I believe, best illus-
trated by a story told me by a Past Master of one of our Nebraska Lodges.
The Lodge is situated in a town of about 1400 population, and it has roughly
130 members. He said: “In the late 1960’s, we had to struggle to get a quo-
rum for our meetings. We weren’t doing any work and had no new members.
Our Temple wasn’t in good shape. It was hard to get to, and the roof leaked.
I knew we were going nowhere and asked what was going to become of us.
This is what T was told. Your Lodge is at the crossroads. It must decide which
way to go.”

Today, that Lodge is active. It has a great deal of work and many new mem-
bers. It is a growing Lodge. They have a beautiful new Temple. The members
are interested in assembling there for activities and meetings.

Another Lodge, in a town of about the same size, which has about 80 mem-
bers recently held a Non-Mason’s Guest Night. A number of Non-Masons attended,
and they have received three petitions and believe that several more men are get-
ting ready to petition. This Lodge had only raised 2 men in the previous three
years.

What is the secret of Lodges like these? There is no secret. The officers and
members have just made a rational decision at the crossroads. They have decided
to go up, not down. There is not a Lodge in the State that cannot do the same.

Too often the officers and members of a Lodge do not see beyond their own
walls. If they are not doing well, they decide that Masonry is not doing well, and
that nothing can be done. Brethren, none of this is true. We have Lodges in the
cities, in large towns, and yes, in small towns that are so active and so busy that
their members want to be at the Temple. And in each case, it is just because the
Brethren made a positive decision at the crossroads. Every Lodge can do it!

If you are a Master and your reaction to these observations is that you can’t
do the same because your members won’t even come to Lodge to support you,
then I must ask you what you are doing to attract your members. Have you
been campaigning to get them to business meetings where nothing happens
except reading the minutes and paying the bills? Your members want more
than that.
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Do you hold dinners and ladies night events during the year? This is the time
for an all-out campaign to promote attendance. And what about your degree
work? Do you encourage Brethren who haven’t participated to learn a part?
After a Brother has learned a new part, do you LET HIM GIVE IT? And what
about degree work? If you don’t have any, it is ESSENTIAL that you host a
Non-Mason’s guest night. The Grand Lodge Office will help you find a speaker
to give a tried and proven program. Try it and you will have candidates.

And speaking of activities, what about holding a Table Lodge? This is a sure-
fire bet to attract the interest of your members, if properly publicized.

Many of the larger Lodges have degree teams. But I have never heard of a
Table Lodge team. Or a team to put on any of the Masonic plays made avail-
able by the M.S.A.

Brethren, you may tell me you have tried everything. How long has it been
since your Lodge has - - -

Officially visited another Lodge?

Invited another Lodge to participate in one of its activities?

Specially honored one of its members who really deserved to be honored?
Had an officer who read a Masonic book through from cover to cover?

(There are hundreds, among the best of which are The Builders, by
Newton, for all Mason, Masonic Lodge Methods, by Blakemore and
The Key to Freemasonry’s Growth, by Roberts, the last two of which
will provide an officer with all the information he needs to formulate
a program.)

Formed a Masonic study club?

Formed attendance teams for special events?

Asked its infrequent attenders (or non-attenders) to perform some specific
small task related to their individual interests and abilities? (It is my
experience that almost all Masons will respond favorably when properly
and timely asked.)

Gave adequate non-ritual instruction to its candidates and new members?
To its old members?

Provided a suggestion forum to its members? (With assurances that all
suggestions would be fully explored.)

The state of the Craft, my Brothers is directly related to the state of the
officers and members of the Lodges. Where the officers are active and willing
to give of their time, they create activity in the Lodge which draws the interest
of the members. Such Lodges tend to grow. Where the officers are apathetic and
will not even take advantage of the help that is offered, the members will also be
apathetic. Such Lodges tend to decline.

Iam happy to report that more and more Lodges are ‘““coming to life.” In
more and more Lodges, the officers are finding that if they will make a real
effort, their members will respond. There is not one of our Lodges that cannot
grow, if they will just make the effort. And if they don’t know what kind of
an effort to make, they need only ask for assistance, and they shall receive it.

DECISIONS
1. Rob Morris Lodge No. 46 asked whether they could contribute a small
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amount of money to a member of Kearney’s Bethel No. 6, Job’s Daughters
who had been named Miss Nebraska Job’s Daughter, to help defray her ex-
penses to the national competition. I ruled that since these competitions are
an official part of the activities of Job’s Daughters, Section 2 - 609 of the
Code permits such donation.

2. Oasis Lodge No. 271 was scheduled to supply the candidate for the out-
door degree being conferred by Mitchell Lodge No. 263, for which the latter
had dispensation to move its charter, and asked whether Oasis Lodge needed
dispensation to supply the candidate. I ruled that Section 2 - 1205 permits
one Nebraska Lodge to do work for another, and that no dispensation was
required even though Mitchell Lodge was working outside its Temple (since
it had permission to move its charter).

I also advised Antelope Lodge No. 276 that they could request Trowel
Lodge No. 71 to do work on one of their candidates under Section 2 - 1205.

3. Beaver City Lodge No. 93 asked whether they could receive a petition for
affiliation which was signed by someone other than the petitioner and I ruled
they could not.

4. Grand Island Lodge No. 318 inquired whether they could receive a peti-
tion from a man using a walker, and I advised that under Section 2 - 302,
this was the responsibility of the Lodge to decide, based on whether they
would be able to confer the degrees.

5. Garfield Lodge No. 95 advised that at their election of officers, a man not
in line had been nominated from the floor, and inquired whether the election
must be by written ballot. I ruled that Section 2 - 301 of the Code requires a
secret written ballot, but that this does not prevent nominations, which would
result in two candidates for an office, to be decided between by the ballot.

6. Solomon Lodge No. 10,by by-law, holds its stated meetings on the Tuesday
on or before the full moon. In 1979, the phases of the moon were such that
their last meeting of the year would be on November 27th. Since Section 2-
301 requires election of officers at the first regular meeting in December, they
requested dispensation to hold elections on November 27th. I ruled that dis-
pensation was unnecessary and that as they should not have to wait until
January to elect, November 27 was their December meeting. I also promised
them I would make a recommendation to rectify this “catch 22 situation.

7. Friend Lodge No. 73, not a Moon Lodge, advised that their annual meet-
ing would fall on Christmas Eve and requested dispensation to meet and elect
officers one week before. I ruled that the Grand Master did not have power to
grant dispensation to depart from their by-laws. I advised that they should try
to hold the meeting and if they did not get a quorum, I gave dispensation to
elect in January. I also advised them to amend their by-laws to take holidays
and holiday eves into consideration, and they have done so.

8. Bellevue Lodge No. 325 requested dispensation to receive a petition for
affiliation from a suspended member of a constituent Lodge of the Grand
Lodge of Belgium, and heal his membership. I ruled that since our Grand Lodge
had withdrawn recognition of the Grand Lodge of Belgium at the 122nd Com-
munication, Section 2 - 1201 prohibits them from treating him as a Mason. I
further ruled that the only way a Lodge can treat with a former member of a
clandestine body such as the Grand Lodge of Belgium, is to recieve from him,
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in addition to a petition for initiation as a profane, a written disavowal of all
membership, loyalty and interest in and to such body. Even in such circum-
stance, it would be well to get a dispensation before proceeding.

9. Craftsmen Lodge No. 314 advised that an Ohio Lodge has issued a demit to
a Brother on October 24, 1979, but that Craftsmen Lodge did not vote on his
petition for affiliation until January 8, 1980, and, in the event this caused a
hiatus in his membership, asked that this be healed. I ruled that Section 2 - 1304
provides that a Mason unaffiliated for one year has his rights restricted, and
since the period between the demit and their acceptance of him was for less
than one year, the Brother’s membership is considered continuous.

10. Harlan Lodge No. 116 advised that they had written a Missouri Lodge re-
questing a certificate of good standing, and not receiving an answer, they wrote
to the Grand Secretary who supplied a letter stating that the Brother was in
good standing in that Lodge. The Brother had paid Nebraska dues from that
time on, after being voted into Harlan Lodge. I ruled that since the Grand
Lodges are in amity and since the information had been supplied and the vote
taken, there was no hiatus in membership and that any inadequacy in the paper-
work was thereby waived and healed.

11. Centennial Lodge No. 326 advised that when they moved into the West
Omaha Masonic Temple, an arrangement was made whereby each participating
body would contribute a proportionate share of the capital. However, before
this, in connection with procuring the building, Centennial had paid for more
than what was ultimately decided to be a proportionate share. Then Goldenrod
Chapter, O.E.S. moved in and Centennial applied part of its ‘“share’ as Golden-
rods’ “share.” I ruled that providing itself with a Temple was a Masonic purpose,
and that how “shares’ were subsequently divided was a matter concerning only
Centennial Lodge and Goldenrod Chapter and that since the Temple Association
had voted Goldenrod into membership, it had no more interest therein.

12. College View Lodge No. 320 inquired how a Brother could regain active
membership, and as it first appeared that the Brother was on a demit from a
Lodge which had merged into another, I wrote a treatise on the subject. We
then discovered that this brother had been suspended for N.P.D., so I wrote
another letter advising that the Brother should file a petition for reinstatement
with the Lodge into which his Lodge had merged.

13. Harlan Lodge requested guidance regarding rental of the first floor dining
room of their Temple to a religious group not in sympathy with Freemasonry.
The Chairman of the Lodge Advisory Committee recommended against the
rental, and I concurred.

14. Plattsmouth Lodge No. 6 A.F. and A.M. asked what course to take when

it was discovered, in posting an Entered Apprentice Mason, that he was illiter-
ate. I advised that literacy is a qualification for membership in Sec. 2-902 of the
Code, and advised that an objection should be filed to a man who could not
read or write.

15. A California Brother attempted to bring charges against a Nebraska Mason
who allegedly breached a promise of marriage to his mother and had not fully
repaid money he had borrowed from her. I ruled that the matters raised were
civil in nature only, and that no prosecutor would file charges of fraud on the
facts given and that, therefore, Sec. 3-204 of the Code excluded the Masonic
Charges, which I ruled would not lie.
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16. W. Ralph McNulty, Deputy Grand Custodian inquired whether an instal-
ling chaplain must be a member of the Craft. On this close question I ruled
that he must, since the chaplain is listed as an installing officer, and that a man
must be a Mason to be an officer.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Since, as [ have many times stated, not enough sons of Masons are petition-
ing for the degrees, I recommend the status of “Lewis” for them as an added
incentive. The sons of English Masons have long taken pride in this preroga-
tive, and in order to give some Masons a second chance, I include grandsons

in my recommendation to amend Subsection 2 of Section 2 - 902 by adding:
‘“provided that the son or grandson of a Master Mason in good standing may
petition at age eighteen.”

2. Since many who have the qualifications to be good Masons are almost ter-
rorized at the thought of passing their proficiency in open Lodge, I recommend
amendment to Section 2 - 402 by adding at the end of the first sentence of the
Section: “‘or before a committee of not less than three Master Masons appointed
by the Master, which committee shall thereafter make report, in writing, to the
Lodge.”

3. We have had dual membership for a number of years, and it has caused no
problems whatever. Some Masons would like to belong to more than two
Lodges, and I can see no reason why they should be denied. I therefore recom-
mend amendment to Section 2 - 408 by striking “not more than two,” and
inserting in its place the words “two or more.” The word “plural” shculd

then be substituted for “dual” and “‘all” for “both,” as they appear in the
Section.

4. T have known Masons of fifty years membership who have never proved in
the Masters Degree, and thus, for all that time, have been under the disabilities
of Section 2 - 403. I do NOT believe that we should remove the disabilities, but
knowing that the longer a Brother waits, the less likely it will be that he will ever
“prove up,” I feel that after a reasonable time, his Lodge has shown it will never
make a Mason of him, and other bodies should have the opportunity to try. I
therefore recommend that Section 2 - 403 be amended by adding at the end:
“and provided further that five years after a Brother shall have been raised to
the sublime degree of a Master Mason the provisions of this Section shall cease
to apply to such Brother.”

5. One Section of the Code which causes fraquent problems to Lodges is Sec-
tion 2 - 609 which prevents expenditures of Lodge funds for non-Masonic pur-
poses. We say Masons are charitable, but when Lodges do not participate in drives
to help an injured townsman or other things which have caught the imagination
of a community, we are not seen as being charitable. I therefore recommend
amendment to Section 2 - 609, by adding, at the end of the first sentence: ‘“and
provided further that upon two-thirds vote at two consecutive stated meetings,
Lodge funds may be expended for any worthy non-Masonic charitable purpose

in any amount which will not endanger the solvency of the Lodge.”

With the foregoing amendment, I recommend amendment of Section 2 - 612
by adding the words “nor any other solicitation of funds” to the last sentence,
so that it would read: “Neither shall any such communication nor any solicita-
tion of funds be read in any subordinate Lodge unless the consent of the Grand
Master is shown thereon.
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These changes should give Lodges more leeway in the use of their own funds
for charity without endangering their financial stability.

6. More than one opportunity to lay the cornerstone of a building with Masonic
ceremonies has been lost because this could not be done on Sunday. Section 2 -

1204 now allows a Lodge to open on Sunday only for funerals. The Cornerstone |
ceremony is solemn, and of benefit to Masonry, therefore I recommend amend-

ment of Section 2 - 1204 to read: “Except to conduct a funeral, or for the laying

of a corerstone of a building with Masonic ceremonies, no meeting of a subor-

dinate Lodge shall be held on Sunday.”

7. One of our Moon Lodges had a problem this year. Section 2 - 301 provides

for election of officers at the first regular meeting in December, but this year,

the phases of the moon were such that they would have no full moon, and hence

no regular meeting in December. In order to prevent their being in such a quandary

again, I recommend amendment of Section 2 - 301, by adding, after the words “the

first regular meeting in December of each year” the words “or in the case of a Moon
Lodge, on the regular meeting nearest to December first, of each year.”

8. I believe one of the things most necessary to the prosperity of our Lodges is

communication. I am proud of what we have done with The Nebraska Freemason.

We budgeted all we could for this year, and thought it would be enough for six |

issues during the year. But we ran short of money and had to omit the January- ‘

February issue. Believing it essential for the Grand Lodge to hear from the Lodges

and vice-versa, | recommend that the Grand Lodge assessment be increased by ‘
i

fifty cents per member to finance the printing and distribution of The Nebraska
Freemason to all members.

9. Since the years have made the people of this country more mobile, and at the
same time, have made long-distance communication easy and cheap, I recommend
that the residence requirement contained in Section 2 - 803 be reduced from one
year to six months.

10. Pursuant to the vote of the 122nd Annual Communication of the Grand Lodge,
I appointed a Membership Committee, as a Special Committee. They have been
working, as will be seen by their report, however, one year is not enough to fully
develop a program of this nature, and continuity is needed to develop momentum.

I therefore recommend amendment of the second paragraph of Section 1 - 301, by
including the Membership Committee as a Regular Committee, and I further recom-
mend that it not be limited in number, the second sentence of said second paragraph
reading: ‘“The Regular Committees except the Membership Committee . . . »

In connection with this recommendation, there should be a new Section adopted,
numbered 1 - 328, entitled “Membership Committee.” “The Membership CommitteeJ
shall consist of at least five members. It shall be the duty of this committee to develo
and disseminate to Lodges, programs and procedures consistent with Grand Lodge ‘
Law and practice and the Ancient Landmarks, designed to be used by Lodges to
attract new members.”

11. For many years, the membership of the Committee on Credentials has had to 1
be augmented at each Grand Lodge Communication, because the maximum num-

ber of five is not quite enough. The “supernumeraries” get no credit for their

hard work. Therefore, at the request of W.*.Glenn Sperry, Committee Chairman,

I recommend amendment to the second paragraph of Section 1 - 301, by adding,

in the second sentence: “The regular committees, except the Credentials Com-
mittee . ..”
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There should be a new sentence added to that second paragraph which would
read: ‘“The Credentials Committee shall consist of not less than three nor more

than seven members and shall be appointed in the same manner as other Regular
Committees.”

12. Because of the difficulties arising out of the “Masonic Benefit Club of Omaha,”
I recommend that Section 2 - 610 be amended by inserting after the word ‘‘chari-
table” each time it appears, the word “insurance” so that it would pravent Lodges
from engaging in sustained insurance as well as charitable activities without the
consent of Grand Lodge.

13. Many Grand Jurisdictions, in addition to the fifty year badge, bring joy to
their long-time members by presenting a sixty-year badge. I recommend amend-
ment to Section 2 - 615 by adding provisions for a 60-year badge in addition to
the fifty. I also recommend that language be added to the Section, encouraging
Lodges to present 25 year badges. If enough Lodges express an interest, I am sure
that a source for a distinctive and attractive 25 year pin can be found.

14. In the case of Masonic trials, upon conviction, indefinite suspension is a
more serious penalty than definite suspension. Yet, while definite suspension
can be for any period up to a year (with a ona-month minimum), there is
nothing to prevent an indefinitely suspended Mason from petitioning for
reinstatement immediately. I therefore recommend amendment of Section 3 -
704 by adding the following at the end: “A Mason indefinitely suspended
by action of a Trial Commission may not re-petition for a period of two
years after said action, but the Lodge, when receiving such petitions after
two years, should still consider the gravity of the offense for which the
petitioner was indefinitely suspended, as well as the fact the petitioner,

by his life and actions, has demonstrated that he is now able to live by the
Landmarks and codes of Masonry.”

15. Recognizing that this recommendation is not official and not binding,
nonetheless, I wish to make it knowr: that the Grand Lodge of North Dakota,
finding that costs are now within reason, and that it can do many things for
itself and provide many new services to Lodges, has purchased its own com-
puter. Services to Lodges include such things as furnishing filled-out dues
cards. It is my recommendation, then, that the Grand Lodge Offices Com-
mittee be advised that it is the sense of this Grand Lodge that they investi-
gate the possibility of this Grand Lodge acquiring such equipment, together
with costs involved, and make report thereon at the 124th Annual Communi-
cation.
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APPRECIATION

In closing, I sincerely express my deep gratitude and appreciation to the
Masters, Officers and Brethren of the many Lodges and Bodies that extended
their hospitality during the year; to the Grand Lodge Office Staff, the Grand
Secretary and the Grand Custodian, who have been so unfailingly helpful; to
the Deputy Grand Custodians, who not only performed their regular duties,
but also, I am convinced, greatly advanced Masonry through the services they
performed as my Personal Representatives; to the Grand Lodge Officers who
were all so helpful during the year;to the committee members who have per-
formed their duties so faithfully; and especially to Margaret, without whose
help I could not have gotten through the year. And last, but certainly not
least, to every Mason in the State of Nebraska who did something to aid his
Lodge during the year, thank you!

I leave the Grand Lodge in good hands, and for my last request, ask every
Mason to exert himself for his Lodge and for the Craft.

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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE
ON FRATERNAL RELATIONS

TO THE MOST WORSHIPFUL GRAND LODGE, A..F. . &A." . M.".
OF NEBRASKA:

During the past year your committee on Recognition of Foreign
Grand Lodges has continued to monitor activities in the world wide
domain of Freemasonry and will briefly report on the important and
pertinent events which has come to our attention through the Commit-
tee on Recognition of the Grand Masters Conference.

The Commission follows these standards of Recognition:

1. Legitimacy of origin

2. Exclusive territorial jurisdiction

3. Adherence to the Ancient Landmarks, specifically a Belief in God,
the Volume of the Sacred Law as an indispensable part of the
furniture of the Lodge, and the prohibition of politics and religion.

BAJA CALIFORNIA SUR

The formation of this Grand Lodge was sponsored by the Grand
Lodge Del Pacifico of the State of Sonora, Mexico. This new Grand
Lodge now has nine lodges under its jurisdiction. This new Grand
Lodge is considered to be regular by the Committee on Recognition,
however we do not recommend recognition at this time.

BELGIUM

Last year we withdrew recognition of the Grand Lodge of Belgium as
did most of the other Grand Lodges in the United States and Canada. Since
that time a new Grand Lodge was created in Belgium and recognized by the
Grand Lodges of England, Scotland, France, Pennsylvania and Texas. This
Grand Lodge is titled “Grande Loge Reguliere de Belgique.” The commission
of the Grand Masters Conference state that they are entitled to recognition as
a regular Grand Lodge. Many Grand Lodges in the United States have gran-
ted recognition. I recommend that this Grand Lodge recognize this new

Grand Lodge in Belgium, and that there be an exchange of Grand Represen-
tatives.

BRAZIL

There have not been any new developments in the Masonic situation
in Brazil. The unsettled condition there as between the State Grand
Lodges and the Grand Orient still exists.

CUBA

The Grand Lodge of Cuba and its subordinate Lodges continue to
operate with nearly 25,000 Masons on their rolls. In 1979 the Grand
Lodge met in two regular Communications. It was reported that the
Cuban Lodges raised 408, lost 402 by death, and “discharged” 776,
including the 400 who left Cuba. The Masons of Cuba have shown
great courage and persistence under difficult circumstances.
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IRAN

The political turmoil in Iran has made it impossible o know much about
the Grand Lodge or the Masons in Iran. A number of Masons, both Iranians
and non-Iranians, have left the country and some of them are in the United
States. Although one report received by the Commission states that Masons
have been persecuted because of their membership in the fraternity, it seems
probable that such persecution was related to political matters.

PORTUGAL

There have not been any recent developments in Portugal. As pointed
out by the Commission in its Special Communique on May 4, 1979, the
so called “Scottish Rite’’ in Portugal is irregular and is not recognized by
any regular Scottish Rite Supreme Council.

SPAIN

The history of Masonry in Spain has been one of turmoil, persecution
and divisiveness. Masons are now operating in Spain, since the regime
of Franco has been replaced. Many of these Lodges are irregular and
now entitled to recognition by the Grand Lodges of the United States.

NEW JERSEY, NEW YORK AND MISSISSIPPI

We are pleased to learn that the problems between the Grand Lodges

of New Jersey, New York and Mississippi have been amicably resolved.

Your Masonic-Eastern Star Student Fund Committee submits the follow-
ing report.

As most of you know, the responsibility of this joint committee is to
sponsor the young people from our Children’s Home in Fremont, in their
further education after graduation from high school.

This year our committee has received a request from the superintendent
at the home asking that we give consideration of possible financial assistance
for two young people who are graduating from Fremont High School this
spring.

Senior, Donna Barnoski and Senior, Nancy Gerke were interviewed and
their records examined.

Donna Barnoski wishes to attend Midland College in Fremont, where
the tuition and fees are about $3,200.00. The total estimated cost (not
including board and room) is $3,800.00. She has not made a decision as
to her major course of study.

Nancy Gerke wishes to attend Doane College in Crete. Tuition and fees
are about $3,230.00 (not including board and room). She plans a possible
major in social work, and also plans to apply for a music scholarship.

Your committee unanimously decided to request financial assistance for
both girls. We request $5,000.00 from each Grand Body for this project.

I wish to express my appreciation to the members of this committee who

through their dedication drove those many miles to Fremont on March 11,
1980 to participate in this project.

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REPORT OF THE YOUTH COMMITTEE
William G. Hurst, Chairman, presented the report which was accepted:

M.".W.. Grand Master, after having heard that list being read, I wondered
where everybody else is that is here. I believe that it was George Bernard
Shaw who made the observation, “Youth is Too Precious a Thing to be
Wasted on the Young”. But if I remember correctly, he was an old man
when he said it. Each of the three organizations, Order of DeMolay, Rainbow
for Girls and Job’s Daughters is 60 years of age or approaching 60 years and it
would be interesting, I am sure, for that each of these three organizations
started in the Midwest. The Order of DeMolay in Kansas City, Missouri;
Order of Job’s Daughters in Omaha and the Order of Rainbow for Girls in
McCollister, Oklahoma. The Order of DeMolay, by the way, is sixty years
old in the state of Nebraska this year. I think it would be most appropriate
if we would say “thanks” to all of those brethren who have over the years
given of their time and talents to support these young people, by serving on
Guardian Councils and Advisory Councils and Advisory Courts. You may
not see them in lodge very often but they are supporting youth enacting
the principles of Masonry where the action is.

Membership in these three organization in this state is declining slightly
so the Grand Lodge of Nebraska is not alone in losing membership. These
young people are looking to us for guidance, assistance, assistance in terms
of our physical presence and I am pleased to report that word is coming ‘
back that they are receiving support in the form of Master Masons attending
their installations and some of their work that they put on, and it pleases
them no end. If you want to get a thrill of a lifetime, take the officers of
your lodge and attend a meeting of theirs some evening, it will be the most
talked about event during the remainder of the term of that Honored Queen
or Worthy Advisory or Master Councilor. You might be interested to know
that in 1980 there are over 250,000 young people in Nebraska who would ’
be eligible to participate in the Youth programs, sponsored by Masonry.
Less than 10,000 do participate.

If you know of anyone who could, there are people willing and able to
accept them. We do have at the registration table printed information
from each of the groups that will tell you what each of them does, very ‘

brief, feel free to stop and pick it up. Read it over, if you know someone, if
you have a relative, please refer them to one of the groups. It was stated by
our good brother, the Attorney General of Nebraska, that our youth are
looking for a rock to which they might cling. My brethren, I would suggest
that the Grand Lodge of Nebraska which is composed of all you Masters and
Wardens, the lodges which you represent and the Master Masons of Nebraska,
might very well be that rock. In the days ahead, which don’t look very bright
in terms of the world situation, terms of the economic situation which this
nation faces, that rock could be a very bright rock, indeed, if we apply
ourselves.
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ELECTION OF GRAND LODGE OFFICERS
AND VOTING ON RESOLUTIONS

M.".W.. WARREN D. LICHTY, JR., Grand Master:

The hour has arrived for the election of Grand Officers and voting on
the Resolutions that were proposed last year.

RESOLUTIONS
No. 1 - BE IT RESOLVED -- that Section 2-606 of Chapter VI,
Finance of Part Two of the By-laws of this Grand Lodge be amended
by addition to the following paragraph thereto: In addition to the
fees as set forth above, each candidate shall, prior to the time of
taking his degree as a Master Mason, pay the additional sum of five
dollars on behalf of The George Washington Masonic National
Memorial Association. Each Lodge shall pay all such sums to the
Grand Lodge at the time of making its other annual payments.
This amendment was defeated.

No. 2 -- BE IT RESOLVED -- that a new section to the By-laws be
enacted to read as follows: Section 1-503--Deferral of Amendment
Proposals, whenever any proposed amendment has been submitted

to the Grand Lodge in the same form, or in a form which has substantially
the same meaning or intent at two successive communications and has failed
to be adopted as provided in Section 1-502, then such proposed amendment
or one with the same meaning or intent may not be resubmitted to the Grand

Lodge for at least three years following the second failure of its passage. This
amendment was defeated.

No. 3 -- BE IT RESOLVED -- that Section 3-102, subsection (g), ‘“The
possession or use of all keys, ciphers, or printed matter relating to the
ritualistic work of Ancient Craft Masonry’’ be deleted from the By-laws.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: Than an additional section be added
to the By-laws in the proper place to read: “The Grand Lodge will
provide rituals of the ritualistic work of Ancient Craft Masonry to any

subordinate Lodge who so desires such rituals.” This amendment was
defeated.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE
ON GRIEVANCES

M.".W.'. Frank J. Mattoon, gave the report which was accepted.

M.".W.". Grand Master and Brethren, first in coming to the podium,
M.".W.". Brother Hultman told me to adjust my glasses where upon I
almost fell, another thing happened to me on the way to the podium,
and that was a notification by M.".W.'. Brother our Grand Secretary,
Norris Lallman, when he scheduled our meeting on our report at
2:25 a.m. on Friday, the 13th. Our Committee was ready to report at
that hour, but, we are now ready to report to you.
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Actually, we have some good news -- that we had nothing to report.
The Committee on Doings of Grand Officers did refer to us 31
Reinstatements which we felt was beyond our jurisdiction and
needed no comment inasmuch as there was no controversy at all
and had the action and attention of the Grand Master.

There were two Trial Commissions appointed which were re-
ferred to in the report of the Grand Secretary. We would only com-
ment as a Committee that the functioning of the Trial Commissions
is extremely important and should progress in a proper manner and
expediciously. Other than that the Committee on Grievances have
nothing more to report. I submit this negative report on behalf of
M.".W.", Brother Lewis R. Ricketts, 19; W.*, Brother Eugene Sibley,
54; and myself,

REPORT OF THE GEORGE WASHINGTON
MASONIC NATIONAL MEMORIAL ASSOCIATION

W.-. Curtis M. Maynard, presented the report which was accepted.

Each year the Grand Lodge of Nebraska appoints a committee to
make a report on activities of and concerning the George Washington
Masonic National Memorial Association.

The Grand Lodge of Nebraska, and the appointed committee,
have for several years been fortunate in having for the Chairman of
this committee, Charles F. Adams, a past Grand Master of Nebraska
and an active officer of the Association. Who was installed as president
but was unable because of illness, which proved to be terminal, to
preside at the annual meeting. Your committee also relied on Most
Worshipful Brother Charles for information to report to this Commu-
nication. Upon his death I wrote to his wife, Trudie, to see if he had
any file or information to report. She could find nothing. I also wrote
the Secretary of the Association but have been unable to secure a copy
of the minutes of their meeting.

This beautiful memorial to George Washington, located on a 36 acre
tract at the west end of King Street in Arlington, Virginia -- only 12 miles
from Mount Vernon and overlooking the city named for him -- is the Shrine
of Masonry and one of the greatest memorials ever erected in honor of an
individual.

At the last annual Communication of this Grand Lodge a resolution
was introduced to amend the By-laws increasing from $1.00 to $5.00 the
amount each candidate pay into the endowment fund of the Memorial,
prior to the taking of his Master Mason Degree. What more fitting
tribute could we pay, not oaly to George Washington, but our own
Great Mason -- Charles F. Adams.
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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE
ON FRATERNAL DEAD

W.'. Harley G. Lofton, Sr., Chairman, presented the report which was
accepted.

Since last we met our Grand Lodge reports the deaths of 846 of our
brethren. With gratitude for their lives and service, we honor their memory
and commend them to the loving care of the Grand Master of the Uni-
verse. To their families, we offer heartfelt sympathy.

“Somewhere back of the sunset

Where loveliness never dies,

They live in a land of glory

With the blue and gold of the skies.

And those who have known and loved them,
Whose passing has brought sad tears,

Will cherish their memory always

To brighten the drifting years.”

Listed among these deaths was that of our beloved Past Grand Master
Charles Forehand Adams whose Masonic Record is as follows: M.".W.-.
Charles Forehand Adams was born at Hooper, Nebraska, December 30,
1902 and departed from this life on April 17, 1980. He was initiated
into Aurora Lodge No. 68, on August 29, 1939; Passed to the degree of
a Fellowcraft Mason, November 21, 1939 and Raised to the Sublime
degree of a Master Mason, March 8, 1940. M.".W.". Brother Adams served
the Grand Lodge as Grand Marshal in 1947 and 1948. He was appointed
Grand Junior Deacon in 1949, and was elected and installed as Grand
Master of Masons in Nebraska on June 9, 1954. M.*.W.*. Brother Adams
was widely known in Masonic Circles and belonged to a number of affil-
iated bodies. In York Rite Masonry, he served as Grand Master of the
Grand Council of Cryptic Masons in Nebraska in 1958; Grand Commander
of the Grand Commandery of Knights Templer in 1967 and was desig-
nated as a Grand High Priest (Honorary) of the Grand Chapter of Royal
Arch Masons of Nebraska in 1974. M.".W.". Brother Adams was a member
of the Hastings Consistory, Ancient and Accepted Scottish Rite and was
coroneted as a 33rd degree Inspector General (Honorary). He was a mem-
ber of the Seostris Shrine in Lincoln. In 1979 he was elected and installed
as Most Illustrious Sovereign of the Grand Imperial Council of the Order of
the Red Cross of Constantine. He served for many years on the Board of
Directors of the George Washington Masonic National Memorial Associa-
tion. In 1979 he was elected President of the Association. He was a
member of Aurora Chapter No. 93, Order of the Eastern Star. He was
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aPast Grand Sovereign of the Allied Masonic Degrees of the United States.
M.".W.". Brother Adams received his Bachelor of Arts Degree from the
University of Nebraska in 1925 and graduated from the Law College at
the University in 1927. He was a member of the Presbyterian Church.
M.".W.". Brother Adams was active in many civic affairs both in Aurora
and on the State and National level. This Masonic Record lists but a few
of the many Masonic activities and accomplishments of M. W.". Brother
Adams . Lack of knowledge on my part and lack of time at this Grand
Communication prevents me from making a detailed report of his con-
tribution to our Fraternity over the last forty years. Brother Charles was
the perfect example of a Brother who lived respected and died regretted.
“Well done, good and faithful servant, enter thou into the joy of thy
Lord.”

We also take special note of the death of Brother Warren D.
Lichty, Sr., Past Most Ilustrious Grand Master of the Grand Council of
Cryptic Masons in Nebraska and the father of our Most Worshipful Grand
Master Warren D. Lichty, Jr. He was also a Past Sovereign of Shiloh Con-
clave of the Order of the Red Cross of Constantine and at the time of his
death was serving as Junior Warden of Harold Hartzell Thom Council No.
121 of the Allied Masonic Degrees of the United States of America.

We are also grieved at the death of Brother Claude A. Rennau,
Past Grand High Priest of the Grand Chapter of Royal Arch Masons of
Nebraska.

Our Grand Secretary has received memotial cards this past year from 31
other jurisdictions listing the deaths of 35 Past Grand Masters and one
Past Junior Grand Warden. Included in this group were Past Grand
Masters from India, Turkey, Germany and four from Canada.

Thus we close the chapter on the lives of those beloved brethren, they
have fought the good fight, the victory is theirs, may their souls rest in
peace and may we all gain comfort in the knowledge that we are all equal
in the sight of God and that all distinction is leveled in the humiliation of
the grave; Death hallows all whom it touches and brings to them the
crown of immortality.

“In my Father’s House are many mansions”
The blessed Master said,
And to prepare this blessed place,
He traveled on ahead.
Our loved ones too, have journeyed on
And free from every care
Within God’s many mansions
Are waiting for us there.
Let us now honor the fraternal dead at home and abroad by standing

for a moment of silent meditation which will be concluded with prayer
by our Grand Chaplain.
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REPORT OF GRAND TRUSTEES

M.".W.". John F. Futcher, 302, Chairman, gave the report which was
adopted.

M.".W.". Grand Master, this is somewhat of an embarrassing report for
me to give you today because I am working without figures. We have
become automated and computerized but it seems unless we have com-
munication, time is lost. I have not received the audit, but with the help
of Vince Keerbs in the Grand Lodge office, I have gotten a group of
figures together or he got them and I assembled them and I am sure
they are quite accurate. But I have no chance to review the notes of an
audit or to compare some of the expenditures.

The operations of the Board of Grand Trustees during the year ended
April 30, 1980 may be said to be a repetition of our previous year.
Except for one purchase for the Endowment and Bequest Fund of the
Home, all purchases for the Grand Lodge and Home were of Securities
and Short-term Maturities, Treasury Bills, Commercial Paper and Certif-
icates of Deposit, having maturities of a few days to not more than six
months. If any smaller amounts of money were available we put these
dollars into Short-term U.S. Government Funds, which yielded mostly
12% interest. The other paper which I mentioned returned to us 12%
to 15% on an annual basis.

With this practice of accumulating funds and of buying short-term
securities, we were able to accumulate, during the year, $250,000.00 for
the Grand Lodge and $1,050,000.00 for the Home to be converted into
long-term investments at the proper time. This practice also permitted a
larger return on our investments as short-term rates exceeded long-term
rates during this period.

The financial operations of the Grand Lodge produced an excess of
Revenues over Expense of $37,358.00. When I give you that figure, there
is one question in my mind. I don’t know whether that is the result prior
to or after the contribution which we made to the Fremont Home. This
would show in the audit, but I don’t have that figure. This occurred
principally because of Investment Income of $87,874.00 and a conserv-
ative approach of the officers of the Grand Lodge and committees toward
expenditures.

At the close of our fiscal year, April 30, 1980, Invested Assets of
the Grand Lodge were $1,125.353.00, all of which were invested in Well
Rated Bonds, Corporate Stock Common and Preferred and Money
Market funds. This figure is an increase over 1979 of $24,188.00. Total
Assets of the Grand Lodge amounted to $1,163,101.00 compared to
$1,125,540.00 for 1979, which is $37,561.00 for 1980.

OPERATION OF THE NEBRASKA MASONIC HOME

The General (or Operating) Fund of the Home produced $383,622.00.
Expenses of operating the Home amounted to $772,440.00 or an excess
of expenditures over receipts of $388,818.00.
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The Endowment and Bequest Fund had income, during the year, of
$1,472,076.00 comprising investment income of $847,926.00 and
new Bequests, this is really wonderful, of $240,247.00. The expenses
of this fund were transfers to the General Fund to defray costs of
operation of the Home.

Assets of the Home amounted to $12,547,977.00 as of April 30, 1980
compared to $11,829,591.00 for 1979, or an increase of $718,386.00
for 1980.

The Board of Grand Trustees, as it is charged to do in the By-laws,
have reviewed the portfolios of both bodies and reports that we have
found no defaults in payment of principal and interest on bonds; or
any failure to pay our dividends on Preferred Stock or Common Stock.
The Board has not yet received the final audit, and I ask that I be per-
mitted to include proper figures, if in the event there is a discrepancy.

I wish to make a personal statement. I have served as a member of the
Board of Grand Trustees for 20 years, and this is my final report. I feel
that we need younger blood on the Committee and I have filed my
resignation with the in-coming Grand Master. I have enjoyed serving
you and I hope my successor receives the warm support you have always
given me. Thank you.

REPORT OF THE GRAND LODGE
OFFICE COMMITTEE

M.".W... Merle M. Hale, Chairman, presented the report which was
accepted.

The Grand Lodge Office Committee met on May 13, 1980 in the Grand
Secretary’s office. Present were M.".W.'. Merle M. Hale, Chairman; M.".
W.:. Thomas J. Aron; M.".W.’. Harold Hultman; and M.".W.". Donald R.
Swanson. M.".W.'. Jack H. Hendrix could not attend because of illness.

In keeping with the By-laws change approved last year, we recommend
that the mileage allowance for the coming year be eighteen and one-half
cents per mile which is the standard mileage rate allowed by the Internal
Revenue Service for tax purposes.

We recommend a cost of living allowance of ten percent for the Grand
Secretary and the Grand Custodian. Also, that the payroll for the Grand
Lodge office staff be increased by ten percent but that this increase be
used for merit increases rather than blanket increases.

There were significant changes in only two accounts. The Masonic-
Eastern Star Student Fund had no appropriation last year because
we had no graduating seniors going on to college. This year we have
two. The Grand Chapter of Eastern Star has appropriated $5,000.00
and we have included $5,000.00 as matching funds. The other account is
office rent and this has been increased $4,380.00 from $12,120.00 to
$16,500.00. We are informed that there will be another increase next
year.
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The budget will balance this year but we want to issue a word of
warning. As our membership decreases each year, our Grand Lodge
income from dues is less and less. Along with this we have increasing
expenses -- salaries, rent, automobile mileage, office supplies, etc. Were
it not for income from investments, which were made when we had
surpluses, we would be deeply in the red this year.

What does this mean -- it means that if we want to continue to have
the fine fraternal order we now have, the Grand Lodge is going to have to
ask for more money from your dues in the not too distant future.

We have an excellent office staff consisting of a secretary, a clerk and a
part-time accountant. The Grand Secretary and the Grand Custodian
have done their usual fine jobs and the Grand Lodge is in excellent
condition.

REPORT OF THE
TEMPLE BUILDING ADVISORY COMMITTEE

M."W.. Russell L. Fickes, Chairman, presented the report which
was accepted.

North Bend Lodge No. 119; New Temple Building completed and
dedication held, March 22, 1980, Geneva Lodge No. 79; New Temple
Building completed and dedication held May 10, 1980, Franklin Lodge
No. 264; plans for a new Temple Building submitted and approved by
M.".W.". Warren D. Lichty, Jr., Grand Master, Lebanon Lodge No. 323
Columbus; plans for a new Temple Building are nearing completion,
Papillion Lodge No. 39 Papillion; new Temple Building plans are near
completion, Frank Welch No. 75 Sidney; new Temple Building plans
are progressing.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE
ON NEBRASKA WORK

M..W.". Louis V. Sylvester, 281, Chairman, presented the report which
was adopted.

To the Most Worshipful, The Grand Lodge Ancient Free and Accepted
Masons of Nebraska:

Because of the dedication and devotion on the part of our Grand
Custodian and Deputies, the task of the Committee on Work is very
minimal. No matters of controversial nature have been presented to us
for a decision which again attests to the fine manner in which the
esoteric and floor work of this Grand Jurisdiction is carried on and the
acceptance of such work by the brethren of our lodges. May the Commit-
tee again express on behalf of the Grand Lodge our thanks to the Grand
Custodian and Deputies for their labor of love to the Fraternity.

The Annual Report of the Grand Custodian has been submitted to the
Committee and reflects the dedication of the entire staff and continued
progress made.

All vouchers and expense items of the Grand Custodian’s office have
been presented to and approved by the Committee. Inflation continues
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to take its toll and in spite of extreme care in holding down expenses it
was necessary to ask for a small special appropriation, due in a large part
to the purchase of additional aprons for new Deputies. Your Committee
has examined the budget request for the ensuring year in the amount of
$10,900.00 which is $1,000.00 additional over last year, which amount
will allow for increased cost of travel. We recommend approval of this
amount.

The Grand Custodian was examined as to the esoteric and standard
floor work and is highly proficient in each. The Committee was repre-
sented at the Annual Deputies School in Grand Island and was highly
pleased with the examination of the Deputies and the work presented
by them.

After proper certification as to their proficiency, the Committee
was pleased to approve and recommend to the Grand Master the
commissioning of the following, as Deputy Grand Custodians:

It was with extreme regret that the Committee noted the retirement
from active service to the status of Deputy Grand Custodian Emeritus
of the following dedicated and devoted Masons; whose commissioning
as such was recommended by the Grand Custodian and the Committee
to the Grand Master:

Also with sorrow the Committee noted the sudden death of Worshipful
Brother John C. Nelson of District 36. His devoted and faithful service to
the Craft and the Grand Lodge over a long period of years will long be
remembered and he will be sorely missed.

In general the Committee is pleased to advise that the work of the
Grand Custodian’s office goes smoothly and has enabled our Craft to
maintain the high level of proficiency for which it has long been noted.
Our sincere thanks and appreciation to all the brethren for their interest
in this endeavor.

It is not the design of your Committee, as such, to attempt to influence
the vote of any delegate to this Communication, but once again your
Committee feels that because of reasons advanced in several previous
occasions, the resolution to be acted upon at this meeting, relating to
the printing in ritual form all the work of the three degrees, including
the esoteric work, should be defeated. The enactment of this resolution
would directly effect the Grand Custodian’s office, the Committee on
Work and the certification of Lodges and individuals. The Committee
is unanimous in opposition to the resolutions enactment.
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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE
ON MASONIC EDUCATION

M.".W.'. Louis V. Sylvester, 281, Chairman, presented the report which
was adopted.

It was the desire of the Grand Master at the beginning of the year to
institute a new format with regard to Educational programs to be carried
out by the Grand Lodge Committee on Education.

Under the new plan, Area Educational Meetings as held throughout the
State in the last few years were discontinued, and a plan was substituted
whereby the Deputy Grand Custodians became involved on a local and
more personal basis with the officers of each lodge in the respective
district.

The Deputy Custodians were provided with all the Educational Material
available through the Committee on Education. With this material they
were asked to call a meeting of the officers of the lodges in their districts
for the purpose of discussing the material, how it should be used by the
Masters, Wardens and local Educational Committees and in general try
to enthuse the officers to return to their lodges and implement a well
founded program of Education. It is too early to evaluate this program
but from information from a few sources it is believed to have been well
received.

Because this new format, your Committee, as such, was not called upon
to any great extent during the year. However, several individual members
conducted a number of guest night programs and these were quite
successful.

As recently as a week ago, each Senior and Junior Warden of our lodges
received new Educational material secured by the Committee on Educa-
tion in the nature of two booklets, entitled ‘“Think Tank”, for Junior
Wardens, designed to help them plan a program for their year as Master,
and ‘““Tried and Proven”, for the Senior Wardens, designed for the educa-
tion of candidates as they progress through the three degrees.

In addition the Committee purchased a new colored, sound film enti-
tled “The Brotherhood of Men”, produced by the Grand Lodge of
Texas. It is a history of Masonry in Texas, but essentially depicts
Masonry in general. It has been well received at guest night meetings.

As a participating member of the Mid West Conference on Masonic
Education, your Committee was represented at the Annual Meeting
of the Conference held in Bloomington, Minnesota.

We, as a Committee, at this time, express our deep appreciation to the

delegates for their cooperation and interest over the years in the activities
of the Committee.
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REPORT OF THE
COMMITTEE ON RETURNS

Your Committee on Returns respectfully submits the following
report:

The Committee has examined the Annual Retums of the 236 sub-
ordinate Lodges for year 1979 and find that, in general, these reports
are satisfactorily prepared and submitted by Lodge Secretaries.

While checking these Monthly Reports and Annual Returns, we find
the following omission errors:

45 Lodges failed to apply an imprint of their Official Seal.
18 Lodges did not show name and date of presentation of
their Bronze Jordan Medal Member.

Several Lodges filing incomplete Returns resulting in
excessive correspondence required information of record.
Prompt reply by Lodge Secretaries to all correspondence
relating to these Returns must be made to maintain proper
and complete records in the Grand Secretary’s office.

Both sides of the Annual Returns must be completed,
including Financial Statement and other information

and both copies returned to the Grand Secretary’s office
within the prescribed time limit.

With very few exceptions, the Committee wishes to commend the
Lodge Secretaries for their diligence in compiling their Monthly and
Annual Reports to the Grand Secretary’s office.

The Committee also wishes to commend the Grand Secretary and his
efficient staff for the excellent manner in which these records are main-
tained and the courteous cooperation extended the Committee while
checking these Returns.

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FRIDAY EVENING
THE GRAND ORATION
“THE BROTHERHOOD OF MAN”

W.:. Robert E. Richards, Grand Orator:

In the year 1842, the British poet Alfred Lord Tennyson wrote
a poem entitled ‘“‘Locksley Hall” in which he took a most remarkable
look into the future and revealed not only his interest in science, but
his faith in mankind as well. His prophecies for future accomplishments
are shown in the following lines:

For I dipped into the future, far as human
eye could see,

Saw the vision of the world, and all the wonder
that could be;

Saw the heavens fill with commerce, argosies
of magic sails,

Pilots of the purple twilight, dropping down
with costly bales;

Heard the heavens fill with shouting, and
there rained a ghastly dew,

From the nations’ airy navies grappling in the
central blue;

Far along the world-wide whisper of the south
wind rushing warm,

With the standards of the people plunging
through the thunderstorm;

Till the war drum throbbed no longer, and
the battle flags were furled,

In the Parliament of man, the Federation of
the world.

There the common sense of most shall hold a
fretful realm in awe,

And the kindly earth shall slumber, lapped
in universal law.
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Many of Tennyson’s predictions have become realities. The heavens
were filled with ships which dropped their costly bales and rained their
ghastly dew of evil and destruction. The war drums throbbed and the
battle flags were unfurled.

The kindly earth does not slumber, lapped in universal law, and
Tennyson’s idea of a unified brotherhood of all mankind seems as remote
in our day as it was in his.

The continuing conflict in many areas of the world creates a feeling of
helplessness in the individual, but we, as Masons, can play a constructive
role in a troubled world.

A little children’s song says, “Little drops of water, little grains of sand,
make the mightly ocean and the beautious land”. Just as every body of
water begins with one drop, every organization begins with individuals.

Some people are joiners, not doers, but the true Mason is one who
makes a commitment of service. Here is the secret of the greatest life
ever lived upon the earth. Jesus, came, he said, not to be ministered to,
but to minister. Without any of the things that we think necessary to
life -- without money, office, rank or social power -- he did more for
humanity in a few short and busy years than anyone who ever lived.

Service is the great sacrament. A cup of cool water given in the name
of love, a kindness done in return for unkindness -- these are the greatest
things on earth. What kind of service is sacramental? Any kind that helps
to lift the load on the backs and hearts of our fellow souls.

We are here on earth to make a living and to make a life. Sometimes
the two may be the same, but not always. Our chief duty is to make a
life, make it clean and valiant, heroic and humble, faithful and fruitful,
and so leave the world a little better than we found it. And such is the
strategy of doing good that it disarms its enemies, softens hearts and
awakens faiths and feelings in others.

But the individual is not alone in his struggle to attain a brotherhood
of man. Mutual dependence was one of the first lessons leammed by the
human family; association has been necessary at every step of human
progress -- necessary not only for our development, but for our happiness
and protection. In uniting ourselves together as Masons, we are obeying
an almost universal law of nature. Individual efforts may do much, but
it requires a united effort to wield a mighty power or work a great and
lasting good.

An old and wise story tells of two men cutting stone. The work was
hard and the sun was hot. A passer-by asked one man what he was doing.
“Look and see for yourself; I am cutting a stone”, was the rather curt
reply.

Not far away he asked the other man the same question, and he said,
“Sir, I am building a cathedral”. One saw his work as merely a job all
by itself; the other saw the same work as it was related to a vast design,
as having a place in a pattern.

Masonry is one of the links in the great chain of human existence, bind-
ing us together in universal sympathy. Our brotherhood gives us a deeper
insight into the inner lives of our fellow beings, and aids in dividing the
cares and responsibilities of life, as well as adding to all of life’s joys.

While we do not claim that Masonry is of Divine origin, we do claim
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that it points out the highest order of moral ethics known, and incul-
cates man’s highest duty to God, his country, his neighbor and him-
self. Our craft has for centuries conveyed by the instructive tongue to
the attentive ear, this code of morals, which modern Masonry has
clothed with beautiful ceremonies and lectures.

In the world’s records of non-sectarian societies, there is none whose
teaching give greater opportunities for light to humanity than does
Ancient Craft Masonry. The moral influence of Masonry is second
only to the Christian Church. The rapid progress of civilization was
due, to some extent, to the influence of our order. Its early teaching
did much to lap up the darkness of the past, and roll back the dark
cloud of superstition that at one time threatened to engulf our race.

But let us not presume that we in this day and age have exhausted its
teachings, for no one has sounded the depths of knowledge or reached
a full understanding of our Craft’s precepts, as it can never be fran-
scended by man. The system of morals which has engaged the minds
of so many will still yield greater light, just as a diamond, when turned,
will flash new and brilliant rays.

What of any worth can be accomplished by banding together unless
we send out these rays? The individual and the order must create a
moral climate which can expand to include and influence others.
This is the final role Masonry can play in achieving a brotherhood
of man. ’

The criticism has often been made that we are a secret society,
but while Masonry does have secrets similar to all other organizations
of men, and which are necessary for its preservation and objectives, it
definitely is not a secret society. Our light is on, over the door, telling
one and all that we are in session. We march in public wearing our
aprons; we symbolically lay cornerstones for public buildings; we
perform dedication ceremonies for new Temples; we attend funerals
for departed brothers and conduct services when requested to do
so -- all in public. And in all of these we are advertising our moral
precepts and sending forth the light to others. Jesus said, ‘“‘Let your
light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and
glorify your Father which is in Heaven”.

If I were limited to one word in summing up the meaning of Masonry,
I would use the word, “Light”. From its first lesson to its last lecture
or charge, in every degree and in every symbol, the mission of Masonry
is to bring the light of God into the life of man.

A Mason, then, functions first in an individual capacity on his service
to others; second, within the order as he contributes to its important
work and associations with his Brothers. and finally, through
Masonry, by example.

Sometimes it is not an easy thing to feel like an optimist with the
many ills the world faces today. However, every Freemason knows in
his heart that obstacles can be overcome. Mankind is moved to grander
deeds than ever before. So let us, as Masons, grasp the highest and best
that our day affords. Let us, ever striving for better and greater things,
seek the light and fulfill its message. In doing so, we can bring about
Tennyson’s brotherhood of man.

$50.00 with the notation that it was to be credited to our Committee.
With the expenditures and the receipts our net payment was $475.00.

Other than the above, our Committee has had no activity during the

past year. We stand ready for a call though and feel that we have been
helpful.

REPORT OF THE
NEBRASKA MASONIC HOME

My Brethren:

There was never a more distressing time to prepare a report to this Grand
Lodge than now. Whatever the high rate of inflation was yesterday, it is certain
that it is more today. Prices of all commodities continue to mount and no end
seems in sight.

In other parts of this world it has seemed to be the vogue for terrorists to
hold hostages for ransom. Now a second group is being held and the demands
for freedom of each group is insanely impossible. Anxiety of friends and
relatives knows no bounds and truly government seems to be totally inept,
figuratively wringing its hands, not knowing which way to turn.

Through it all, dark as it is, there still shines the great clear light of Masonry.
We meet upon the level and part upon the square as we have done for generations.
We should thank God today for this Great Order, more than ever before. Within
the walls of your Home these verities are ever present and that priceless ingre-
dient, Love, still is the cornerstone of our faith and belief that these residents,
our charges, shall always stay close in our hearts.

The zlarms of this world and society stop at our front door. There they
stay. All is well with your Home. They have great love for all of Masonic persua-
sion. Give it back to them, I ask you, and in generous quantity.

Since I last addressed you much has come about. Our Superintendent, Ray-
mond F. Evers, reported at the annual meeting of the Stockholders, January 23,
1980, that the total number of residents was 64, average age 86. Total number
admitted duriing the year was 16. We lost 11 by death. The average age at ad-
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mittance was 85. The average time of residence was 6 years. The per capita cost
last year was almost $10,000.00 to maintain a resident in the home for one year.
It has not been reported this year. It is more. These costs along with our general
operating costs are up as you would expect them to be. All the effort in the world
can’t control this. Good judgment in buying is constant yet it continues to rise.
We can only hope that some day this will level off.

Our residents are totally dependent on us. The responsibility is great, to be
sure, that while being aware of their every need, it must also be done with
compassionate love at all times. This is always the order of the day at your
Home. With this understanding of the preservation of their dignity, which is
so important, our residents thrive and live happy relaxed lives.

I have told you before that there is now available apartments for those who
wish to come to the Home on a pay basis. At last count there remained three
yet to be taken. It’s first come on these that are not yet taken.

Once again may I remind you that these apartments are provided because
of repeated requests of those who could afford to pay their way, Those who
cannot still come on the regular basis under which we have always operated.
This group come and are provided all the facilities of the Home for no pay.
This is in fulfillment of our charitable intent and for which the Home was
originally founded. We cannot stress enough that this group is the one we are
primarily concerned with and shall always be. The doors of this Home will
always be open to them. This Home was built for them.

The Seal Fund continues to grow. It provides much needed help in our
ever increasing budget.

We have repeatedly hoped to some day find that we are totally endowed.
We felt that perhaps we were near to it when we received the large endowment
from the McInnich Estate. We did not reckon with advancing inflation which
defeats every effort to accomplish this.

We are so grateful that endowments continue to come in. We received
$117,000.00 in 1979 in new endowments. This is most heartening. We con-
tinue to encourage this as help without which we would cease to keep up
with advancing costs. As you know, we use only the income from this fund.

Last year I reported to you that we presented a plaque to W.".Brother Bob
Boon. We lost Bob soon after that. This year with the assistance of M.".W.",
Brother Harold Hultman who flew to Scottsbluff, a similar plaque was presented
to Brother J. C. Peterson for his fine work in the Scottsbluff area with the food
trucks.

The food trucks came as usual about Thanksgiving time. As always they
were loaded high with food. Our thanks go to the Robert W. Boon Memorial
food truck and Brother J. C. Peterson plus the many friends and Lodges for
this valuable help. Lodges in the Grand Island and Scottsbluff areas con-
tributed to each big load.

H.:.W.".Brother Harry A. Spencer drove from Lincoln to talk with Platts-
mouth Lodge at Plattsmouth, Nebraska outlining the purpose of the Home and
its operation. He was well received and as usual our 39 year Trustee was appreci-
ated by all who attended. We appreciate the Judge and his unselfish devotion.

The Master of Bellevue Lodge No.325 A.F. & A.M. asked if they could get
on the Master’s degree in our Chapel, Permission was granted and on February
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25, 1980 Robert Percy as Master and his line officers came. With Brother
Percy was our M.'.W,*.Brother Warren Lichty, Jr., Grand Master, R.".W.".
Brother Byron C. Jenkins, Deputy Grand Master, V.".W.".Brother J. Dallas
Gibson, Grand Chaplin, W.*.Brother William Keller, Grand Marshal and our
M.".W.".Brother Norris W. Lallman, Grand Secretary.

The male residents of the Home attended. It was the first time in twenty
years some of them had seen the work. The attendance was good, the work
excellent and after the meeting there were refreshments. Our good Board
Trustee, James DeMoss, did yeoman work in the kitchen.

Christmas was its usual glorious time. The trees on each floor stay up
until New Years.

The Masters and Wardens, composed of members from all the Lodges over
the entire state, make much of the joy of this occasion. The Omaha group buy
the presents for each resident and see to the wrapping of them and placing them
around the tree. The Masters and Wardens of the entire state provide the money.
God bless them for this act of love for our residents.

The Mobile Nobles always remember Christmas. They came with apples
and oranges for all.

On February 9, 1980 these fine men who have our Home for their Shrine
activity, came for their annual Valentine party. There were more than 50 guests
and all our residents were visited. It was an expression of friendship and love
for our residents that will last for a long, long time,

We are mindful of our thanks to many for so much. Our thanks go out to
all the Lodges, Chapters, Councils, Commanderies, Masters and Wardens, Order

of the Eastern Star Chapters, Scottish Rite and the Youth Groups, to name a
few.

We are indebted to Sister Carole Gubser, Worthy Grand Matron and Brother

Glen Eberspacher, Worthy Grand Patron of the Order of the Eastern Star, for
their generous support this year. We thank you both for your love.

Our Grand Master, M.".W.'.Brother Warren D. Lichty, Jr., honored us early
by meeting with us. He is an old friend and his help has always been evident.
We owe him a lot.

Our Superintendent, Braother Raymond F. Evers, who knows how to put on
a beautiful Christmas party for all, is loved by all. He’s quite a man!

Our Secretary, M..W.*.Broiher Norris W. Lallman, never ceases in his work
for the Home. His expert counsel and guidance is deeply appreciated by all.
He’s great!

We thank M.".W.".Brother Merle M. Hale, a fellow Trustee, who is serving
his fortieth year as Trustee of the Home. His fine remarks at the Christmas
party were appreciated. He, Mrs. Hale and all the rest of us had a beautiful
evening.

And now to my Brother Trustees. They share their expert background freely
in working for our Home. Everything in this report is theirs. All I have said
here they have started, continued and ended to a conclusion, Their love for
this Home is mindful of what He said, ‘‘Having done this to the least of these,
ye have also done it unto Me.”

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REPORT OF THE PRESIDENT
MASONIC-EASTERN STAR HOME FOR CHILDREN

M.".W.. Donald R. Swanson, presented the report which was accepted.

The heritage of the Masonic-Eastern Star Home for Children is one of
providing dependent children with care, guidance and love. Your Board
of Trustees is of the opinion that our heritage is continuing to be fulfilled
in all respects.

The decade of the 70’s was a period of growth and challenge at the
Home. The growth that occurred during the past decade did not necessar-
ily involve caring for a greater number of children. On the contrary, our
resident population has appreciably declined. The latter fact was brought
to your attention in my last Annual Report and several reasons were
offered. The pattern of growth at the Home has been in the nature of
endlessly striving to find ways and means to better serve the interests of
the children. It was a period of attempting to develop and implement
sound and paractical programs of child care. I do not infer that the phi-
losophy of care at the Home has, in the past, been deficient or ineffec-
tive; however, the lifestyle of children is in a constant state of flux. If
we failed to periodically re-evaluate our programs and allow them to
remain static, we would be derelict in our duty. Our efforts would be
nonetheless sincere, but they might well be counter-productive.

The challenge that confronted the Home was a great one and it came in
the form of attempting to operate a child-care facility during a period of
devastating inflation. The Board has addressed this critical problem by
first resolving that under no circumstances would there be any compro-
mise in the area of providing optimum care. There were few options
available to combat the ravages of inflation; however, it is believed that
the challenge was met by careful and prudent fiscal management. There
has been no diminishment in the care of our children, only a concerted
effort to avoid frivolous and unnecessary expenditures.

The cost of operating the Home for the forthcoming fiscal year has
been budgeted at $222,500.00. A copy of the itemized budget will be
furnished to anyone upon request. The financial contribution request-
ed from the Grand Lodge and Grand Chapter, Order of the Eastern
Star, is identical to last year’s. It is felt that the per capita cost of caring
for children at the Masonic-Eastern Star Home for Children continues to
fall well within acceptable standards and, upon information and belief, is
far below that of comparable facilities.

The children at the Home, without exception, continue to receive all of
the love, care and attention that a dedicated administration and staff can
possibly muster. Of course, there are moments of anxiety and crisis, but
the concept of family life and all of its ramifications continues to be the
predominant force.

The composition of the Board of Trustees has changed during the past

year. To those who have retired, and to those who presently serve, I ex-
tend to each of you an expression of gratitude.

There are a great many ways in which each of you can promote and
support your home in addition to providing financial support. I urge
that you talk about the Home on every possible occasion. Bring it up
at your Lodge meeting. Inform your friends and neighbors of its exist-
ence. If you are active in church affairs, inform your fellow parishonets.
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If you belong to a social or service organization, or another fraternal
group, let them know that the Home has available for use a panel of
speakers and an interesting and entertaining audio-visual program.

If you have knowledge of anyone who would be interested in utilizing
such a program, contact the Home Administrator for further details. The
operation of our Home should not be a well-kept secret. Be proud of
your Home. Let your friends and neighbors know that Masons and
Eastern Stars in Nebraska are involved in an enormously valuable com-
munity service.

The next decade will unquestionably present many new challenges.
There may well be a proliferation of laws and regulations relating to
child-care facilities, all of which will add to the complexities involved in
operating a children’s home. The expense of operating the Home will
continue to be a significant factor. The importance of cash gifts and
other types of donations to the Home will become increasingly impor-
tant. You can demonstrate your loyalty and dedication by continuing
to offer your financial support whenever possible. By doing so, you not
only support a great humanitarian endeavor but you serve notice upon the
world that Masonry continues to be a viable and meaningful social force.

With your cooperation, the challenges of the future will be met. Most
important, you will have the personal privilege of helping those who are
less fortunate than yourself and the true spirit of fraternalism will have
been achieved.

REPORT OF THE ANNUAL MEETING
OF THE MASONIC SERVICE ASSOCIATION

M.".W.". Herbert A. Ronin, Past Grand Master and Chairman Emeriti,
MSA, presented the report which was adopted.

The sixty-first Annual Meeting of the Masonic Service Association of
the U.S. was held on February 18, 1980 at Washington, D.C.

As Chairman of the Executive Commission it was my privilege to call
the meeting to order. Forty-three of our Grand Lodges, including Ne-
braska, comprise the constituent members of the Association. Almost all
of the Grand Masters of the Grand Lodges of the United States were
present, including our own M.".W.". Warren D. Lichty, Jr. Also in attend-
ance from Nebraska were R.".W.". Byron C. Jenkins, Deputy Grand Mas-
ter, and M.".W.". Norris W. Lallman, our Grand Secretary.
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We were specially gratified when our own Grand Master was unani-
mously elected Temporary Chairman of the meeting. He presided in a
competent and dignified manner. The report of the Executive Commis-
sion of our Association was presented by myself. One of the highlights
of my report was that the Grand Lodge of Washington joined the Associ-
ation during the year. The report also made reference to the fact that the
number of subscribers to our popular Short Talk Bulletin had doubled
for the second consecutive year; also that more than $80,000.00 was
channeled through our Association for the relief of distressed Masons
in Mississippi by reason of the spring floods. We also received $26,000.00
for the Dominican Republic Disaster Fund for which an appeal has been
made to us.

My report included the increase of use of other educational publica-
tions of our Association and the splendid contributions of our Executive
Secretary-Treasurer, R.".W.". Stewart M. L. Pollard, and the excellent
work of the headquarter’s staff. It was specially noted that by special
attention to our investments that the Association operated in the black
without increase in dues, and that none was recommended for this year,
although inflation was causing its problems.

The retirement of Brother Daniel P. Knode, Jr., Chief Field Agent of
our Hospital Visitation Program, was announced, as well as the appoint-
ment of M..W.". Brother Thomas R. Doughtery, Past Grand Master of
New Jersey, as his successor.

After sixteen years of service on the Executive Committee of the
Masonic Service Association with the last three years as its Chairman, I
had previously announced that I would not stand for re-election. My
good friend, M.".W.". Robert A. Hockstad, Past Grand Master, Michigan,
was elected as my successor. I was favored in being elected Chairman
Emeritus of the Masonic Service Association, and was also appointed
to serve on its Investment Committee. I have been very privileged to
have served on the Executive Committee of this wonderful National
Masonic Association and to have attended all the Grand Master Confer-
ences of North America Annual Meetings during this period, and to
have become acquainted with so many of the Grand Masters through
the years. I have particularly enjoyed the friendship of three outstand-
ing Masons in the world as Executive Secretaries of our Association.
They were M.".W.'. John Cunningham of Kansas, M.".W.". Conrad Hahn
of Connecticut, and our present energetic and resourceful R.".W..

My decision to retire from this office and its responsibilities which I
have enjoyed so much was a difficult one, but in retrospect I believe
it was a wise one.

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REPORT OF THE MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE

Your committee on membership respectfully submits the following
report.

The committee attempted to encourage all lodges to hold a non-Mason
or friendship night. Where non-Mason guests are invited to a program which
is primarily pointed toward the guest who without being asked, may be
sparked by what he hears, wants to petition the lodge for membership.

The lodges who have adopted this program have had a high percentage
of non-Masons asking for petitions.

This program has to be continually worked on year after year as the
results may be slow to start; but it must be tried and tried again as the
new petitions will start to roll in, So remember never to give up on this
program but just keep trying a little harder and the results will come.

The committee also urges that the lodges follow through on the
candidates who start the degree work and see that they complete the de-
grees. As a great number of members are lost by never completing the
work.

Another great loss of membership each year is a suspension of non-
payment of dues. Of the total number that are suspended, less than
50% request re-instatement. Again, a sufficient loss is cause for concern.

There are several reasons for failure of Masons to pay their dues. The
primary causes might be loss of interest, being in a different location,
financial difficulties, and a feeling of neglect. A committee should be
appointed to make personal calls on the delinquent brothers when
possible and persuade him to pay dues. Maybe some financial aid has
to be provided for the brother who is in financial straits. Maybe some
improvement in the lodges masonic education program may rekindle
the interest of those who feel neglected or have lost interest. Remember
that a member saved is one you don’t have to replace.

In summary, the membership committee would like to encourage all
the Masters and Wardens to adopt a non-Mason or friendship program;
to see that once the degrees are started that they are completed; to
persuade the delinquent brothers to pay their dues.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE
ON THE CODIFICATION OF THE LAW

M.".W.". Grand Master, your Committee on Codification of the law
respectfully submits its report as follows, relative to amendments to
the By-laws of this Grand Lodge, according to action taken by this
Grand Lodge at this Communication.

We move that Section 2-408 of the By-laws be amended to read as
follows, and that the original of said Section be repealed:

This Section deals with Dual Membership and as amended it will
permit plural membership. The amended Section will appear in the

206
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addenda to our Constitution and By-laws of the Grand Lodge. It
will substitute the word “Plural” in place of the word “Dual”.

We move that Section 2-1204 of the By-laws be amended to read as
follows, and that the original of said Section be repealed (Motion
Carried):

Section 2-1204 -- WORK ON SUNDAY -- Except to conduct a funeral,
or for the laying of a cornerstone of a building with Masonic ceremonies,
no meeting of a subordinate Lodge shall be held on Sunday.

We move that Section 1-301 of the By-laws be amended to read as
follows, and that the original of said Section be repealed (Motion
Carried):

Section 1-301 -- ENUMERATION AND CLASSIFICATION -- The
Committees of this Grand Lodge shall be of four classes; namely,
Standing Committees, Regular Committees, Special Committees, and
Trial Commissions:

This Section will now include the Membership Committee, as a Stand-
ing Committee.

It will also permit the Credential Committee to be increased to not
more than seven members as a Regular Committee.

The entire Section will appear in the Constitution and By-laws, as
amended by action of this Grand Lodge. Motion to approve this Section
was made. Motion carried.

We move that a new Section be added to the By-laws as follows:
(Motion Carried)

Section 1-328 -- MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE -- The Membership
Committee shall consist of five members. It shall be the duty of this
Committee to develop and disseminate to Lodges, programs consistent
with Grand Lodge Law and practice and the Ancient Landmarks, desig-
ned to be used by Lodges to attract new members.

We move that Section 2-615 of the By-laws be amended to read as
follows, and that the original of said Section be repealed (Motion
Carried):

Section 2-615 -- DISTINGUISHED SERVICE BADGES -- All Master
Masons in good standing who have been such for periods of fifty and
sixty years, respectively, and who are members of subordinate Lodges
in this jurisdiction, shall be entitled upon application to receive from
the Grand Lodge a suitable badge or button, which badge or button
shall be selected and provided by the Grand Secretary and paid for
out of Grand Lodge funds. Subordinate Lodges are encouraged and
authorized to present a suitable badge or button to Master Masons
who are members in good standing of the subordinate Lodge, for a
period of twenty five years, at the expense of the subordinate Lodge
presenting the same.

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Section 6.4 of the Plan should be amended to provide for an election
period, for the election not to take the qualified joint and the survivor
annuity form, which complies with Section 1.401(a)-11(c)(1)(ii) of the
Regulations.

Section 6.4 of the Plan should be amended to provide that any election
may be revoked in writing, and another election made during the specif-
ied election period.

Section 1.401(a)-11(c)(4) of the Regulations. I move the adoption of
these amendments in order that we may be in compliance with the di-
rective of the Treasury Department and the Internal Revenue Service.

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MASONIC CALENDAR

Ancient Craft Masons commence their era with the creation of the
world, calling it Anno Lucis (A.".L.".) “In the year of light.”

Royal Arch Masons date from the year the second temple was com-
menced by Zerubbabel, Anno Inventionis (A.".L:.) “In the year of the
Discovery.”

Royal and Select Masters date from the year in which the Temple of
Solomon was completed, Anno Depositions (A.".Dep.".) “In the year of
the deposit.”

Knight Templar commence their era with the organization of the
order, Anno Ordinis, (A.".0.".) “In the year of the Order.”

Order of High Priesthood dates from the year of the blessing of
Abraham by the High Priest Melchizedek, Anno Beneficio, (A.".Beo.".)
”In the year of the blessing.”

Scottish Rite, same as Ancient Craft, except the Jewish chronology
is used. Anno Mundi, (A..M.".) “In the year of the world.”

RULES FOR MASONIC DATES

Ancient Craft Masons — Add 4,000 years to the current year, thus:
1980 and 4,000 — 5980.

Royal Arch Masons — Add 530 to the current year, thus: 1980 and
530-2509.

Royal and Select Masters — Add 1,000 years to current year, thus:
1975 and 1,000 — 2980.

Knights Templar — From the Christian era take 1,118;thus: 1,118
from 1980 — 860.

Order of High Priesthood — To the Christian era add 1913, the year
of the blessing, thus 1980 — 3891,

Scottish Rite — Add 3,760 to the current year; thus 1980 and 3,760
— 5939.
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
